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VERDUGO FIRE COMMUl'.'ICA nONS SERVICE AGREEMENT NO. 17, 583 

This Agreement (hereinafter "Agreement") is made by and between the CITY OF GLENDALE, 
the CITY OF BURBANK, and the CITY OF PASADENA (hereinafter referred to collectively 
as t'le "VERDUGO CITIES") and the CITY OF SOUTH PASADENA (hereinafter referred as 
the "CONTRACTING CITY"). 

1. PURPOSE 

The "VERDUGO SYSTEM:" was previously created by agreement for the express purpose of 
operating ajoint com:nunications system to provide mobilization, organizatioD and operation of 
the fire and emergency medical resources within the VERDUGO CITIES, to minimize the effect 
of fire and disaster and to provide the basis for effective mobilization and dispatch of all 
available firefighting and emergency medical resources within said cities. 

The CONTR.I\CTING CITY desires to contract with the VERDUGO CITIES for the purpose of 
providing for the dispatching of emergency fire and medical response for the CONTRACTING 
CITY. The parties agree that providing such operations through the VERDUGO SYSTEM will 
be efficient and economically in the best interests of the respective parties. 

The purpose of this Agreement is to set forth the respective rights, duties, obligations, costs and 
other necessary provisions relating to each of the parties (hereafter collectively referred to as the 
"P AR TICIP ATING PARTIES") in order to facilitate the orderly and efficient provision of 
specified services. 

The parties acknowledge that the VERDUGO CITIES, and specifically, the City of Glendale, 
have substantial operational experience in providing these types of specified services. 

It is also the purpose of this Agreement to assure the ongoing and continued participation of the 
CONTRACTING CITY in order to effectively and efficiently provide the services specified 
herein to the satisfaction and benefit ofthe PARTICIPATING PARTIES hereto, including any 
mutuaL aid services provided between the CONTRACTING CITY and other cities pursuant to 
written agreement. 

It is also the purpose of this Agreement to supplement the JOINT FIRE COMMUNICATIONS 
SYSTEM AGREEMENT ("JFCSA'H), and not to amend, alter or modify said JFCSA. The 
parties acknowledge aad agree that whenever there is a conflict, either actual or implied, between 
this Agreement and the JFCSA, the provisions, tenns and conditions of the latter shall prevail.

2. RESPONSIBILITIES 

A. RESPONSIBILITIES OF VERDUGO CITIES 

It shall be the responsibility of the VERDUGO CITIES to operate the VERDUGO 
SYSTEM and to do all of the following: 

1. Receive 911 and wireless emergency calls. 
2. Transfer 911 and wireless calls to other agencies as appropriate. 
3. Receive 7 digit emergency and direct connect (ring-down, or "P" line) calls on 

numbers/circuits provided by CONTRACTING CITY. 
4. Provide TDD and foreign language translation. 
5. Provide Emergency Medical Dispatch pre-arrival and life saving protocols as 

established by Los Angeles County Fire and approved by Los Angeles County 
Department of Health Services. 

6. Enter incident information into computer assisted dispatch system {CAD), 
including verified incident address/location, specific location information, 
informant's location, informants's telephone number, source code for call, basic 
EMD information, appropriate text and type codes. 

7. Time stamp receipt of 911 calls, entry into CAD, dispatch, and all status changes 
from mobile units initiated on mobile data system (MDT). 

8. Electronically document all incident and pertinent non incident information. 
9. Review CAD recommended qnantity and type of equipment, alert fire stations 

by electronic transmission, data and hard copy print out over mobile data system, 
transmitting tones over voice system, and broadcasting vocal dispatch on 
designated frequency(s). 

10. Provide routine and emergency voice communications. 
11. Track and record equipment status, location and availability. 
12. Coordinate Area, Regional and specific agency Mutual Aid, Initial Action and 

Automatic Aid agreements for dispatch purposes only. 
13. Formulate, dispatch and track Strike Team responses. 
14. Provide initial news media notifications. 
15. Maintain CAD databases. 
16. Provide CAD and MIS records management, storage and standard reports. 
17. Provide access to CAD information. 
18. Provide access to unit histories, unit status, rosters and information. 
19. Handle and coordinate FIRST team responses. 
20. Request and coordinate mass casualty resources. 
21. Provide staff notification by alarm level and/or incident type via alpha-numeric 

pager. 
22. NotifY and coordinate with other city departments and outside agencies as 

required.

23, Provide recording and retention of radio and telephone transmissions. 
24, Provide annual report of operations. 
25. Provide management and supervision to achieve desired results. 

B. RESPONSIBILITIES OF CONTRACTING CITY 

It shall be the responsibility of the CONTRACTING CITY todD all of the following: 

1. Provide telephone and 911 hardware, software, upgrades, lines, instruments, 
tenninations, installation, monthly service or capability not already included or 
provided, including routing coordination. 

2. Provide a voice radio system comprised of a sufficient number of channels which 
adequately covers areas of operation, using reliable equipment and sites, and 
interface same with the existing VERDUGO voice radio communications system, 
unless otherwise agreed to or modified by mutual consent, 

3. Provide a data radio system comprised of a sufficient number of channels, which 
adequ<.tely covers area of operation using reliable equipment and sites, and 
interface same ''''ith the existing VERDUGO data radio communications system, 
unless otherwise agreed to or modified by mutual consent. 

4. Equip fire stations to receive and transmit voice and data signals with features 
consistent with the VERDUGO system for the purpose of dispatching resources, 
using reliable equipment and interface same to the communications systems 
agreed to or modifi ed by mutual consent. 

5. Equip vehicles with reliable voice and data mobile radios and terminals with 
capabilities an.d features consistent with the VERDUGO system and interface 
same to the communications systems agreed tc or modified by mutual consent. 

6. Provide personnel with reliable voice portable radios with the capabilities and 
features consistent with the VERDUGO system and interface same to the 
communications system agreed to or modified by mutual consent. 

7. Provide voice andlor alpha-numeric pagers capable of functioning with the 
equipment of the VERDUGO system. 

8. Provide computers capable of communication and providing features and 
capabilities consistent with current VERDUGO SYSTEM. 

9. Provide geographic file information suitable for entry into VERDUGO SYSTEM 
CAD, including street iocation data, including plot, city maps and other 
landmarldcorrunon place addresses, high value or brush areas, freeway 
information, target hazards, etc. 

10. Provide listing of all apparatus, including radio designations, cross-staffed units 
and special response vehicles. 

II. Provide dispatch tables, algorithms, files protocols, dispatch recommendations, 
move-ups, etc.

12. Provide department personnel list including titles, radio call signs, office and 
home phone numbers, pager and cellular telephone numbers. 

13. Provide list of key Ci1y personnel and telephone directory. 
14. Provide list receiving hospitals and access method for paramedics. 
15. Provide copies of mutual aid, automatic aid, initial action or other inter-agency 

agreements. 
16. Provide initial and ongoing system training to all radio users. 
17. Provide copies of FCC licences. 
18. Agree to comply with VERDUGO SYSTEM Radio and Communications 

Policies. 
19. Agree to use VERDUGO SYSTEM incident 1ype codes, priorities and categories. 
20. Approve Emergency Medical Dispatcher Program currently in use. 
21. Provide agency representative as needed to ensure successful implementation. 
22. Provide agency representative to VERDUGO Task Force committee. 

C. JOINT RESPONSmrLITIES 

In addition to the above responsibilities of the parties, it shall be the join1 responsibiJi1y 
of all of the PARTICIPATING PARTIES, in good faith, to discuss each of the 
following areas: 

1. Radio system infrastructure and requirements. 
2. Telephone system capabili1y and requirements. 
3. Records management and/or CFIRS requirements, 
4. Management Information System requirements. 
5. Unit and fire station numbering conflicts. 
6. Responsibi1i1y for processing 9-1-1 mis-routes and MSAG database coordination 
7. Service levels and other issues. 
8. Disaster mode and backup emergency contingency plans. 
9. Electronic mail and group messaging requirements. 
10. Personnel costs. 

In the event agreement is not reached, or until such agreement is in fact reached, the city 
designated pursuant to the JFCSA, (or any amendments thereto), shall use its best efforts 
to establish the cost(s) and/or procedures necessary to implement this Agreement. 

3. EQUIPMENT 

CONTRACTING CITY shall purchase, install, test and maintain the following 
equipment and hardware. In addition to 1he following listed equipment, 
CONTRACTING CITY shall be solely responsible for the cost of any additional or 
related equipment or hardware needed to implement 1hi.s Agreement, whether listed or

not, including, but not limited to, installation, testing, light/audio relays, shipping, 
insurance, taxes, antennas and coax, public address system, speakers, and power 
supplies. 

A. FIRE ALERTING SYSTEM

printer cable, software)' 

2. A professional quality receiver on designated dispatch channel(s) 

3. Decoder for manual alerting and/or external sound device 
(Note: 5/6 tone Dr otber format available at VERDUGO to include individual, 

group and all-call capability) 

4. Hard copy dot matrix printer for dispatch information 

B. MOBILE DATA TERMINALS 

1. Capable of working with existing VERDUGO SYSTEM and approved for use by 
VERDUGO. 

C. CAD ACCESS TERMINAL (pC or MAC) 

1. To be used for status inquiries, times & numbers, incident history, incident history 
logs, etc. 

2. Requires a computer with sufficient memory, speed and disk space. 

3. Also requires compatible modem, software, telephone line connection including one 
time installation and recurring charges. 

4. COSTS 

A. By April 1 of each year, VERDUGO CITIES shall provide CONTRACTNG 
CITY with CONTRACTING CITY'S cost for the fiscal year beginning on the 
next July 1.

B. Cost to CONTRACTING CITY shall be determined by mUltiplying 
CONTRACTING CITY'S number of calls dispatched during the preceding 
calendar year by the cost per call of the VERDUGO CITIES. The cost per call of 
the VERDUGO CITIES shall be detennill.ed by taking the proposed operations and 
maintenance budget for the VERDUGO SYSTEM for the fiscal year beginning on 
the next July 1 and dividing that figure by the sum of calls dispatched during the 
preceding calendar year for the VERDUGO CITIES and CONTRACTING CITY. 
For the purposes of this agreement, the VERDUGO SYSTEM budget shall 
exclude depreciation and capital outlay. 

C. Any increase in the cost per call component of cost to the CONTRACTING CITY 
shall be limited to $2.35 more than the cost per call of the prior year, not 
withstanding that the actual cost per call may be higher. The FY 200012001 cost 
per call of the VERDUGO CITIES is understood to be $22.27. Beginning in 
FY 2002/03, if the cost per call of the VERDUGO CITIES, as defined in 
Paragraph 4.B. above, increases over the cost per call in the prior year, then the 
$2.35 limitation will increase by the same percentage as the cost per call, up to a 
2% maximum in anyone year. Such changes shall be cumulative from one year to 
the next. 

D. Title and ownership of all installations at the VERDUGO SYSTEM site needed to 
implement this Agreement shall pass to the VERDUGO CITIES, including but not 
limited to, equipment, hardware, and software. 

5. ADMINISTRATION 

A. The services provided by this Agreement shall be administered by the VERDUGO 
CITIES in accordance with the provisions of the existing JOINT FIRE 
COMMUNICATIONS SYSTEM AGREEMENT. 

B. For services during any full fiscal year, CONTRACTING CITY shall be billed by 
written invoice for the services provided in this Agreement on a semiannual basis. 
For any portion of a year prior to the first full fiscal year, CONTRACTING CITY 
shall be billed by written invoice on a monthly basis. All invoices shall be payable 
within tllirty (30) days after receipt. Payment for startup costs pursuant to 
Paragraph 4.D. shall be due and payable immediately upon execution of this 
agreement. 

C. In connection with the fees described in 4.B. above, there shall be added to each 
such billing, an administrative fee, equal to ten percent (10%) of the billed amount, 
which amount shalI be paid to the Cily of Glendale or such other eily as may be 
designated in the JFCSA (or any amendments) thereto, to defray the cost of

administering the Agreement and certain overhead expenses 110t included in the 
budget of the VERDUGO SYSTEM 

D. Nothing in this Agreement shall be con$trued to require any of the VERDUGO 
CITIES to incur any non-reimbursable cost and/or expense for the purpose of 
implementing this Agreement, or any of its provisions, or to require the 
VERDUGO SYSTEM to modify, alter, add to, remove or transform any of its 
existing equipment, system or facilities to impl=ent any of the provisions of this 
Agreement. It is the intent of this Agreement, and the PARTICIPATING 
PARTIES acknowledge and agree, that any such changes, modifications or 
alterations shall be at the sole cost of the CONTRACTING CITY. 

6. INDEMNITY 

A. Each PARTICIPATING PARTY to this Agreement assumes full and sole 
responsibility for all risks of injury and damages, including damage to all operating 
equipment, arising from its own operation and use of, and its own repairs and 
maintenance actually performed on the equipment and each shall be solely 
responsible for all claims, liability, loss, suits, damages, costs, and expenses 
(including attorneys, fees and costs of litigation) and personal injuries (including 
death at anytime) resulting directly or indirectly from, or arising out of, its own 
operation and use of, and its own repairs and maintenance actually perfonned on 
the equipment and accessories. It is the intent of the PARTICIPATING PARTIES 
that each PARTICIPATING PARTY shall bear the full legal and fmanciaI 
responsibility for its own conduct, actions and omissions carried out in the 
perfonnance of that PARTICIPATING PARTY'S obligations and responsibilities 
under this Agreement. 

B. Workers' Compensation claims shall be paid by the employer of any injured 
worker, and subrogation rights against aU PARTICIPATING PARTIES are 
expressly waived. 

C. Notwithstanding any other provisions of this Agreement, the COJ-..'TR.J;"CTING 
CITY shall indemnify the VERDUGO CITIES, and/or any city designated in the 
JFCSA (or amendments thereto), from and against any claims or liability, 
including death, injury or property damage, and including the costs of defense, 
arising out of the making of any calls, initiating any contact, or other actions or 
omissions relating to Area, Regional and/or specific agency mutual aid whenever 
such aid is contacted or otherwise summoned to respond from outside of the 
jurisdiction of any CONTRACTING CITY. The parties acknowledge and agree 
that whenever such mutual aid is contacted or otherwise summoned by the 
VERDUGO CITIES, or such designated city, such contact is made as a courtesy in 
order to facilitate the implementation of such mutual aid and is not intended to

create any liability on the part of the VERDUGO CITIES and/or any such 
designated city. 

7. TERM 

A. This agreement shall become effective on July I, 2001 or upon the last date it is 
executed by all of the PARTICIPATING PARTIES, whichever is earlier.

A. CONTRACTING CITY may terminate its portion of this Agreement by giving 
written notice of such intent to each other PARTICIPATING PARTY at least one 
(1) year prior to the effective date of such ternrination. 

B, In the event that the CONTRACTING CITY terminates this Agreement, or 
otherwise ceases to accept andlor pay for the services contemplated by and within 
this Agreement, the VERDUGO CITIES in their sole discretion, acting by majority 
vote, shall have the following options: 

1. Continue this Agreement with the CONTRACTING CITY, upon the 
existing terms and conditions, or upon such further and additional terms 
and conditions as the VERDUGO CITIES and the CONTRACTING CITY 
may agree upon. 

2. Terminate this Agreement in its entirety with respect to CONTRACTING 
CITY, in accordance with the termination provisions of this Agreement. 

C. Nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to require the VERDUGO CITIES to 
continue to provide the services which are the subject of this Agreement in the 
event that CONTRACTING CITY either ternrinates or otherwise ceases to accept 
and/or pay for such services. 

D. The VERDUGO CITIES, acting by majority vote, may terminate this Agreement 
with CONTRACTING CITY by giving written notice of such intent to 
CONTRACTING CITY at least one (1) year prior to the effective date of such 
termination.

Commission Review and Recommendation 
This item has not been reviewed by any commission. 

Background 
Request for Representation 
A February 28, 2012 letter from Metro requested the City Manager nominate a member to the 
SR-710 Stakeholder Committee. The letter envisioned that the Stakeholder Outreach Advisory 
Committee would be compromised of members of planning commissions, town councils, and the 
Los Angeles Department of Public Works but not elected officials. In response, the City Manager 
appointed Mr. Steve Friedman, Chair of the South Pasadena Planning Commission. 

La Canada Flintridge Opposition 
The City of La Canada Flintridge wrote to Metro and formally opposed the exclusion of elected 
officials from the Stakeholder Committee. On May 8, 2012, Metro's Director of Constituent 
Management emailed the City Manager stating that Metro agreed to have an elected official from 
La Canada Flintridge to serve on the Stakeholder Committee and extended the same 
representation to the other cities.

Extension 

It is recommended that the City Council authorize the Mayor to sign and submit a letter to the 
Califomia State auditor outlining facts the City Council agrees upon regarding the management 
of Cal trans properties within the State Route 710 (SR 710) extension. 

Fiscal Impact 
There is no fiscal impact to writing the letter. 

Commission Review and Recommendation 
As requested by the City Council, it is anticipated this issue will be reviewed by the Freeway & 
Transportation Commission at its May 15,2012 meeting. Since the Freeway and Transportation 
Commission meeting is the day before the City Council meeting, any recommendations from the 
Commission will be presented to the City Council verbally at its May 16, 2012 meeting. 

Background 
What is the State audit process? 
Any member of the Legislature can request the California State Auditor to conduct an audit using 
two venues: 

1. Through a request to the Joint Legislative Audit Committee (JLAC), a 14-member 
committee comprised of seven Senators and seven Assembly Members; or, 

2. Through legislation. 

JLAC audits, or discretionary audits, may evaluate any state agency, city, county, school or 
special district. Mandated audits are typically written into law creating or amending a program or 
entity or incorporated into the annual Budget Act. 
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Steps to request a discretionary audit 
• Submit a letter to the Chair of JLAC setting out the topic and potential scope ofthe 

requested audit. 
• Review the audit analysis prepared by the California State Auditor's office to ensure 

concerns are addressed. The audit analysis is confidential until the public hearing and 
outlines the issues, scope of the audit, and the CalifoDlia State Auditor's estimated 
timeline. 

• Present at the JLAC hearing as they deliberate the request. 

What happens once an audit is approved? 
• The California State Auditor will begin the auditing process when the resources become 

available. 
• State law precludes the California State Auditor from discussing or disclosing any aspect 

of the audit once the audit commences. 

What happens after the audit is completed? 
• The California State Auditor will release a report to the public. 
• The California State Auditor is available to discuss the results of the audit with any 

member or their staff with priority given to the requestor. 
• The California State Auditor is available to the Legislature to testify on the results of 

completed audits. 
• The California State Auditor requests auditees to report their progress implementing 

recommendations at 60 days, 6 months and one year. The California State Auditor's 
Office annually reports to the Legislature the auditee's progress in implementing 
recommendations. 

Analysis 
Assemblymember Anthony Portantio requested an audit of the management of the Caltrans 
properties in 2011. Portantino' s audit request was approved and is expected to be completed by 
the Bureau of State Auditors (BSA) in Jilly 2012. The City can submit a letter to Chief of Staff 
Margarita Fernandez with factual infonnation. The BSA audit will be fact-based and is 
completely confidential until its release in July 2012. Below is the scope of work: 

2011-120 AUDIT SCOPE AND OBJECTIVES-CaITrans, Managing State Property-
710 Freeway Extension Corridor 

The audit by the Bureau of State Audits will provide independently developed and 
verified infonnation related to the proposed SR 710 extension project (extension project) 
and will include, but not be linlited to, the following: 

I. Review and evaluate the laws, rilles, and regulations significant to the audit objectives. 
2. Identify the number of state-owned parcels that the Califonlia Department of 
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Transportation (Caltrans) currently maintains along the extension project right-of­
way. 

3. Determine the roles and responsibilities of the entities involved in the maintenance of 
the state-owned parcels along the extension project right-of-way. 

4. Review and evaluate Caltrans' policies and procedures for maintaining the properties 
along the extension project right-of-way and determine whether they are consistent 
with applicable laws and regUlations. 

5. For the most recent three-year period, identify the expenditures related to maintaining 
the extension project right-of-way, including the expenditures for the repair and 
maintenance of the state-owned properties. For a sample of those expenditures, 
determine whether they are appropriate and reasonable. 

6. For a sample of expenditures identified in Objective 5, to the extent possible, compare 
the costs Caltrans paid to the cost private entities in the local area charge to 
perform similar work, particularly the costs to repair and replace roofs. 

7. Review and assess the fees the Department of General Services (General Services) 
charges for services it provides to maintain and repair state-owned properties along 
the extension project right-of-way. Further, determine if Caltrans has explored 
alternatives to General Services providing services for the repair and maintenance 
of these properties. 

8. Determine what actions have been taken to assess the feasibility of completing the 
extension project since the decision by the Federal Highway Administration in 
2003 to rescind its Record of Decision. 

9. To the extent possible, determine the amount of property tax revenue that would have 
been collected in the past five years and the amount that could be collected in the 
next five years if the state-owned properties along the extension project right-of­
way were privately owned. 

10. Identify whether there are any restrictions on the use of proceeds from the sale of me 
state-owned properties along the extension project right-of-way. 

11. To the extent possible, determine the approximate current market value of the state­
owned properties along the extension project right-of-way. 

12. Identify whether there are any altematives to state ownership as a means of preserving 
the State's access to the right-of-way needed for the extension project. 

13. Review and assess any other issues that are significant to the extension project.

Commission Review and Recommendation 
This matter was not reviewed by a Commission. 

Background 
On April 18, 2012, Councilmember Putnam requested that the City Council consider 
reconstituting the Southwest Monterey Hills Citizen's Committee to review the implementation 
status of the Committee's recommendations, which were approved by the Council in August, 
2006. 

Analysis 
On January 18, 2006, the City Council approved the establishment ofa citizens' committee to 
address the impact of construction activities in the Southwest Monterey Hills. The committee 
met five times over a six-month period. The Planning & Building Department, Public Works, 
and the Police Department staffed those meetings. On August 16, 2006 the City Council adopted 
the committee's final recommendations (with some amendments). Some of the 
recommendations approved by the City Council were codified by subsequent Council action, and 
some were left to be implemented by staff administratively or through conditions of approval on 
discretionary development applications (Attachment 1). 

The original Southwest Monterey Hills Citizen's Committee consisted of Steve Felice, 
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representing the Planning Commission; David Whitman, representing the Natural Resources and 
Environment Commission; Nick Bangar; Dana Farrar; Richard Gerrish; Mike Lee; Jim Mentel; 
Tom Lim (who resigned early in the process), Kevan Steffey; and Don Yett. The City COlllcil 
could reconstitute this original committee in whole or in part (staff has not canvassed the 
Committee as to their availability or interest in participating). Altematively, new or additional 
members may be added at the discretion of the City Council (although it is recommended that at 
least several members ofthe previous committee be retained to assure "institutional memory"). 
Staff would suggest that some diversifying of the Committee may be useful, particularly with an 
individual or individuals who have expertise in construction costs and methods and who can 
offer insight into the feasibility and cost of various construction mitigation measures. 

The reconstituted Committee would be supported by the Police, Planning & Building, Public 
Works, and Finance Departments. 

The Committee should look into the implementation of the recommendations previously adopted 
by the City COilllcil to determine which have been implemented and which have not (and why). 
As to those not yet implemented, reconunendations should be made for steps for implementation 
or, alternatively, if a recommendation adopted by the City Council cannot for some reason be 
implemented, a proposal for altematives, if any.

SUBJECT: Discussion of LivelW ork Requirements for the 1010 Sycamore 
Project 

Recommendation 
It is recommended that the City Council review the live/work requirements for the project located 
at 1010 Sycamore, and provide direction as appropriate. 

Fiscal Impact 
There is no fiscal impact associated with this report. 

Commission Review and Recommendation 
This matter was not reviewed by a Commission. 

Background 
During the public comment portion of the City Council meeting of April 18,2012, Ms. Babar 
Bakhtar, a resident of 1010 Sycamore, raised the issue as to why she was required by the City to 
obtain a business license, since she does not operate a business. The Council directed staff to 
return with the background for this project. 

The old "Hang Ten" industrial building at 1010 Sycamore, at the southeast comer of Pasadena 
Avenue, was converted to a 53-unit live/work condominium project. The project was approved 
by the Planning Commission in October, 2004, and the Certificate of Occupancy was issned in 
May, 2006 (Attachment I). 

Business license requirements are enforced by the Finance Department; enforcement of the 
Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CC&Rs) is the responsibility of the Homeowner's 
Association. 

Analysis 
The live/work complex at 1010 Sycamore A venue is located in an area of the City that the 
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General Plan has identified as "Business Park/Research & Development and Light 
Manufacturing". State law establishes the General Plan as the preeminent policy document on 
land use and growth issues in the City. The City's General Plan was adopted in 1998 after 
several years of extensive public participation. The General Plan's policy direction for this area 
(referred to as the "Ostrich Fam1 Focus Area") emphasizes the recycling of the area as an 
"efficiently planned business park in a campus like setting" with supporting retail and service 
commercial uses. Note that residential uses are not referenced and were not envisioned as part of 
the Ostrich Farm environment. 

The City Council adopted the Zoning Code in 2002 in order to implement and be consistent with 
the 1998 General Plan. The 2002 Zoning Code Map created two zoning districts within the 
Ostrich FarmFocus Area including: Business Park (BP) and General Commercial (CO). The BP 
and CG zoning districts permit a variety of industrial, light manufacturing, retail, service, and 
recreational uses. Multifamily residential (i.e. condominiums, apartments, etc.) are not permitted 
in the CO and BP Zones. At that time however, the BP and CO zoning districts allowed 
"live/work" land uses. The Zoning Code defined "live/work" as a "functioning living unit with 
working space reserved for and regularly used by one or more occupants of the w1it" (Attachment 
2). 

The "live/work" designation has long been a concern to staff, especially in the Ostrich Farm 
Focus Area. When the Zoning Code was adopted, live/work development standards placed no 
limits on density, or the maximum number of units allowed on any given site. A "live/work" 
project could achieve densities far in excess of the General Plan's "High Density Residential" 
maximum of 24 units per acre. In addition, a commercial business is mandatory for anyone who 
occupies a live-work unit. This created an enforcement burden on City staff, which needs to 
verify on-going business activity within each unit. 

In January 2004, staff recommended that the Platming Commission approve a code amendment 
to delete "live/work" from the CG and BP zones, but the Commission declined to do so at that 
time. At that time, staff received an application to convert a VaCat1f industrial building into 53 
live/work condominium W1its at 1010 Sycatnore Avenue. Staff remained concerned that this 
live/work project was essentially a multifatnily project using a popular "loft-style" open floor 
plan which is conducive to a live/work arrangement, and had become a popular alternative to the 
traditional apatiment or condominium product type. In May of 2004, staff requested a zoning 
interpretation from the Planning Conunission and recommended that the Commission find that 
the proposed project was a multifamily residential project, and that it not be pem1itted in the 
Ostrich Farm. However, the Commission determined that it was "live/work" in nature and 
allowed the application to proceed. The Planning Commission approved the project in October 
2004. In an attempt to ensure that this project functions as "live/work," the Planning 
Conunission imposed a condition that required businesses licenses for the residents, and for 
those licenses to be renewed annually (Attachment 3). The CC&Rs require a business license "to 
operate a business" (Attachment 4). 
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In March 2006, the City Council adopted a moratorium on all development in the Ostrich Farm 
area, and directed staff to develop a planning study and appropriate code amendments to address 
the issue of "live/work" and mixed use housing. In September 2006, the Council adopted a 
moratorium on "live/work" uses in the CG zone and directed staff to develop a code an1endment 
to delete this use from that zoning district. In March of2008, the City Cow1cil reaffirmed that 
residential uses were not permitted in the Ostrich Farm and adopted a code amendment to delete 
"live/work" in the BP zone. A parallel code amendment deleted "live/work" in the CG zone. 

As a result of the Ostrich Farm code amendment, 1010 Sycamore is now a legal nonconforming 
use: There are no other existing live/work projects in the Ostrich Farm. A live/work project 
approved in May 2007, by the City Council on appeal at 145 Pasadena Avenue never moved 
forward, and the planning approvals have since expired. 

Current docwnents require all occupants at 10 I 0 Sycamore to maintain a current business 
license. South Pasadena Municipal Code Section 36.350.11 O.C states "Occupancy and 
employees. At least one of the full-time workers of the live/work unit shall reside in the W1it. The 
residential area shall not be rented separately from the working space." 

The Planning Commission Condition of Approval for 1 0 10 Sycamore states "Residents of the 
project are required to obtain business licenses and renew them annually for those live/work 
activities listed in Section 36.350.110 of the City's Zoning Code." 

Article XI, Section I of the 10 I 0 Sycamore CC&R states "Owners must obtain a business license 
from the City to operate a business within their Unit and must renew the license annually. At 
least one of the full-time workers of a live/work Unit must reside in the Unit." 

If residents wish to change 10 I 0 Sycamore to a residential use, a General Plan Amendment and 
Zone Change would be required to overwrite the City Council's decisions between 2006 and 
2008. The High Density General Plan and Zoning designation immediately south of the Gold 
Line tracks could be extended north to include the 1010 Sycamore property (Attachment 5); 
Application fees are approximately $4,500 and the process would take approximately 3 months. 
However, since the General Plan does not allow residential in the Ostrich Farm, the area would 
also need to be removed from the Ostrich Farm Focus Area, splitting the Ostrich Farm into two 
separate parts without any common bOW1dary. Furthermore, such a change to a residential use 
would affect those residents who live at i 01 0 Sycan10re who do run businesses from their units, 
possibly with employees. There are currently about 35 businesses licenses on file for 1010 
Sycamore (Attachment 6), some of which may have expired and need to be renewed. 

Staff has scheduled a meeting to discuss this matter with occupants of 10 I 0 Sycamore, including 
Ms. Bakhtar, on May 15,2012. The outcome and discussions of this meeting was not available at 
the time of writing this staff report. 
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For the time being, staff must enforce a current business license from all occupants at 1010 
Sycamore, since all current codes and conditions require it. If the 1010 Sycamore occupants are 
successful in changing the Zoning Code and updating their CC&R, the Finance Department will 
no longer have to enforce the business license requirement. 

Staff also encourages the homeowner's association for 1010 Sycamore to enforce the business 
license requirement as outlined in their CC&R, and continue to inform cunent and future tenants 
that all units require both live and work conditions.

36.350.110 Live/Work Units. 
This Section provides for the reuse of existing connnercial structures to acconnnodate live/work 
opportunities, and for the development of new live/work facilities. Live/work quarters are iutended to be 
occupied by artisans, artists, and individuals practicing snnilar professions, and their families. 

A. Applicability. The provisions ofthis Section apply to live/work units and artist lofts/studios 
where allowed by Article 2 (Zoning Districts, Allowable Land Uses, and Zone-Specific Standards) 
in non-residential zoning districts. 

B. Design standards. Live/work units shall comply with the following standards: 

I. Floor area requirements. The total floor area of a live/work unit shall be at least 750 
square feet. Any ground-floor interior space innnediately adjacent to a public street or 
sidewalk shall be limited to connnercial activities, and shall have a pedestrian oriented 
frontage that publicly displays the interior of the conm1ercial activity. In the case of a comer 
parcel, only the street frontage with the primary entrance to the business shall be required to 
provide a pedestrian orientation. 

2. Access to units. Where more than one live/work unit is proposed within a single building, 
each live/work unit shall be separated from other live/work units and other uses in the bUilding. 
Access to individual units shall be from conffi1on access areas, corridors, or hallways. Access 
to each unit shall be clearly identified. 

C. Occupancy and employees. At least one of the full-time workers of the live/work unit shall 
reside in the unit. The residential area shall not be rented separately from the working space. The 
business activity occupying the live/work unit may utilize employees in addition to residents as 
necessary. 

D. Retail sales. Retail sales activities may be allowed from a live/work unit as follows: 

1. The retail use shall be primarily for the display and retail sale of works created in the unit; 
and 

2. Retail space may be integrated with working space.

It is recommended that the City Council provide direction regarding fo=ation of the proposed 
Public Works Commission. 

Fiscal Impact 
There is no fiscal impact associated with this action. 

Commission Review and Recommendation 
This matter has not been reviewed by any Commission. 

Background 
At the March 21, 2012 City Council meeting, there was preliminary discussions regarding the 
need, purpose and structure for a proposed Public Works Commission (Attachment 1). Staffwas 
directed to research the matter and bring it back to the City Council for further direction. 

Analysis 
Staff conducted a preliminary survey of other cities and the results indicate that some of the cities 
have a Public Works/Utilities/Transportation Commission. Almost all the Commissions are 
advisory in nature and typically consist of five to seven members for small to medium size cities. 
In general, the commission advises the City Council on traffic safety issues such as traffic 
studies, traffic calming devices, stop signs, traffic signals, crosswalks, parking, bicycle and 
bus/truck route related issues. Other areas the commission provides input is public utility matters 
such as electric, gas & telephone, waste management, recycling programs, hazardous waste 
disposal, prioritize water, sewer, street & storm drain projects, review & recommend water & 
wastewater rates, water rate structures etc.

The first consideration regarding the proposed Public Works Commission is whether a new 
commission should be created, or whether the duties of the existing Freeway & Transportation 
Commission (FTC) could be expanded to encompass the duties of the proposed new 
commission. Some of the proposed duties of the new commission could include providing 
review and recommendations for certain capital improvement projects, review & 
recommendations of traffic safety related issues, traffic studies & traffic signals, waste 
management, hazardous waste disposal etc. 

The FTC was created in 2010 by merging the Design Advisory Group and the Transportation 
Commission, both of which are no longer in existence. The role ofthe FTC is to focus on 
regional transportation issues, and to move away from certain tasks previously overseen by the 
Transportation Commission, including such transportation planning items as review of certain 
traffic studies and traffic calming requests. The Transportation Commission felt that these items 
should be handled by staff so that the Connnission could focus on broader transportation issues. 
As currently defined in Section 2.48 of the City's Municipal Code, the responsibilities of the 
FTC are: 

(a) To study and investigate proposals and actions of the California Transportation 
Connnission, Metropolitan Transportation Authority, Southern California 
Association of Governments, San Gabriel Valley Council of Governments, 
Caltrans, and other regional transportation agencies relating to the city's fight 
against a SR-710 north extension and support ofa multi-mode/low build 
alternative; and 

(b) To support the City'S official position by studying and advancing the further 
development of a multi-mode/low build alternative and capital improvements 
called for in its implementation; and 

(c) To analyze legal, financial and community factors pertaining to planning and 
implementation of a multi-mode low build alternative in the City; and 

(d) To conduct studies regarding any "freeway agreement" that may be submitted to 
the city with respect to freeway design; and 

(e) To analyze and make recommendations to the city council with regard to Metro 
Goldline mitigation measures and studies concerning the tunnel proposal for a 
SR -71 0 north extension; and 

(f) To serve as a design advisory group, as originally created and defined by the 1998 
Federal Highway Administration's Record of Decision for a SR-71O Freeway 
Extension (FHWA-CA-EIS-74-1S-F) and continued by the city; and 

(g) To analyze and advise the City Council on any other transportation-related matter 
assigned to it by the city council.

Proposed Goals: 

1) PWC will utilize the design, construction, and construction management expertise of 
our residents to provide City staff with recommendations to maximize the quality, 
efficiency arid consistency of construction projects and minimize the disruptions to 
residents and businesses, and financial costs to the City. 

2) The PWC will seek to improve the consistency, faimess, and public input of existing 
practices for ongoing road improvement projects. 

Proposed Objectives: 
1) For each public works project estimated to cost in excess of [$1 OOk] the PWC shall 

review and make recommendations for a) bid specs before'bids are solicited, b) 
construction contract documents in draft, c) construction management contracts in 
draft, d) design documents in draft if warranted for said project. 

2) PWC shall review existing practices/policy, or lack there of, in decisions for ongoing 
improvements to roads, installation/removal of Stop Signs, retaining walls, etc. and 
make policy reoommendations to improve perceptions of fairness, transparency of 
process, internal consistency, adequate public input, and to eliminate the "squeaky 
wheel'· phenomenon .. 

Proposed Work Flow: 
1) Public Works Director shall present to the PWC an overview of the proposed project 

and referenced documents, and the City's plan for construction management. 
2) The referenced documents shall be fumished to the PWC at least one week in 

advance of the meeting for which they are agendized by the Chair of PWC in 

consultation with Public Works Director. 

3) The PWC members shall have reviewed the referenced documents in advance of 

each meeting.

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4) The PWC shall vote on changes recommended by its members. 
5) If the Public Works Director declines to accept the PWC's recommended changes,

Proposed composition: 

1) Director of Public Works and 5 -10 South Pasadena residents with professional 

experience in one or more of the following fields: architecture; 

landscape architecture, civil, mechanical, or structural engineering; 

construction management; construction contracting; or construction law. 

Proposed Appointment Process: 
1) The City shall advertise the availability of positions on the PWC through electronic 

and print media. 

2) The Mayor shall screen submitted applications and make recommendations for 

appointments to the City Council, which shall vote on PWC membership. 

3) In making recommendations for appointment to the Council, the Mayor shall strive to 

ensure that the Commission's members come from a divense professional 

background. 

4) Each member shall serve for a two year tenm. However, at its inception, the Council 
may wish to consider appointing some individuals to one or three year tenms, so that 

the member' terms are ultimately staggered. 

5) The Chair of the PWC shall be elected by its members. 

Proposed Meeting Schedule: 

The PWC meetings shall be held on a monthly basis and will be publicly noticed.

CHAPTER 2 APMINISTRATION 
ARTICLE IVD. FREEWAY AND TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION 

2.48 Responsibilities. 

It shall be the responsibility of the freeway and transportation corrnnission: 

(a) To study and investigate proposals and actions of the California Transportation Corrnnission, 

Metropolitan Transportation Authority, Southern California Association of Governments, San Gabriel Valley 

Council of Governments, Caltrans, and other regional transportation agencies relating to the city's fight against 

a SR-710 north extension and support of a multi-mode/low build alternative; and 

(b) To support the city's official position by studying and advancing the further development ofa multi­

mode/low build alternative and capital improvements called for in its implementation; and 

(c) To analyze legal, financial and community factors pertaining to plamring and implementation ofa 

multi-mode low build alternative in the city; and 

(d) To conduct studies regarding any "freeway agreement" that rnay be submitted to the city with 

respect to freeway design; and 

(e) To analyze and make recommendations to the city council with regard to Metro Goldline mitigation 

measures and studies concerning the tunnel proposal for a SR-710 north extension; and 

(f) To serve as a design advisory group, as originally created and defined by the 1998 Federal Highway 

Administration's Record of Decision for a SR-71O Freeway Extension'(FHWA-CA-EIS-74-15-F) and continued 

by the city; and 

(g) To analyze and advise the city council on any other transportation related matter assigned to it by 

the city council. (Ord. No. 2211, § 2, 2010.)
