Authorization to Enter into an Agreement with General Pump 
Company, Inc. to Provide Redevelopment and Testing Services for 
the Wilson Well #2 Project 

It is recommended that the City Council authorize the City Manager to execute an agreement 
with General Pump Company, Inc. for a not-to-exceed amount of$159,960 to provide 
redevelopment and testing services required to bring Wilson Well #2 back into service. 

Fiscal Impact 
There are sufficient funds in the water division's operations budget for Fiscal year (FY) 2015-16 
to fund these services. 

Commission Review and Recommendation 
This matter was not reviewed by a Commission. 

Background 
The City of South Pasadena's (City) Wilson Well #2 is located at 311 S. Bradbury Drive in the 
City of San Gabriel, California in Los Angeles County. Wilson Well #2 was drilled and 
constmcted in 1924, and a gravel-packed liner was installed in 2008. Well #2 has been mostly 
idle since early 2008 due to water quality issues. The City now wishes to equip Well #2 and have 
it as standby for use during times when nearby Wells #3 and/or #4 are taken offline. In 2014, an 
attempted pumping test of Well #2 showed a severe reduction in instantaneous production 
capacity from the capacity documented during a pumping tests in 2008. In 2015, a downhole 
video survey was performed that revealed moderate to heavy build-up in the well casing and 
screen. It also showed apparent plugging oflarge portions of the perforated interval of Well #2. 
The build-up and plugging appeared to increase with depth. Fill material was encountered at a 
depth of approximately 621 ft., suggesting approximately 19 ft. of material is in the lower portion 
of the well casing. For this reason, it is the desire of the City to rehabilitate and redevelop the 
well to achieve as best as possible, past production performance. The method for this 
redevelopment activity will be a combination of mechanical (i.e., bmshing, bailing, swabbing, 
etc.) and chemical cleaning. Once these activities have been performed, aquifer pumping tests

will be performed to evaluate the effectiveness of the rehabilitation effolis, as well as to 
determine aquifer characteristics and well efficiencies. 

Upon completion of the redevelopment and testing of Well #2, the City intends to equip this 
Well as a backup source of potable water to Well #3 and #4, both of which are located in the 
vicinity at the Wilson Reservoir site. 

Analysis 
Sealed bids were solicited from various construction companies, in addition to the standard 
advertising in compliance with the Public Contract Code in a newspaper of general circulation in 
the City, and in various construction publications and online services including F.W. Dodge, 
Daily Construction Services, Construction Bidboard, and Contractors Infonnation Network, 
between February 25,2016 to March 10, 2016. 

On March 22, 2016, the City Clerk's Division received an opened three (3) bids for the work 
required. The table below summarizes the bids that were received: 

Contactor Bid Amount 
General Pump Company, Inc. San Dimas, Ca. $159,960 
Weber Water Resources, San Bernardino, Ca. $182,550 
Southwest Pump and Drilling, Coachella, Ca. $189,130 

Staff has checked General Pump Company, Inc.'s references, and their work was velified to be of 
good quality. Similar projects were satisfactorily completed for many other agencies including 
such agencies as the City of Azusa, City of Santa Monica, and the City of Arcadia. General Pump 
Company has also previously completed numerous projects for the City of South Pasadena. 

Their Contractor's License has been verified to be currently valid and in good standing. Staff 
recommendation is to award the Wilson Well #2 project to General Pump Company, Inc. The 
Contractor is expected to complete the work within 120 calendar days from the date the notice to 
proceed is issued.

2. CONTRACTOR shall perform everything required to be performed, shall provide and 
furnish all the labor, materials, necessary tools, expendable equipment, and all utility and 
transportation services required for the following work of improvement: Redevelopment and 
Testing of Wilson Well #2, all in accordance with the Contract Documents and Contractor's Bid 
dated March 22,2016. 

CONTRACTOR agrees to perform all the work and furnish all the materials at his own 
cost and expense necessary to construct and complete in a good and workman-like manner and to 
the satisfaction of the City Engineer of the CITY, the Work ofImprovement in accordance with 
the plans, specifications, and Contract Documents (the "Specifications") therefore prepared by 
City's Engineering Department and adopted by the City Council. 

3. CITY agrees to pay and CONTRACTOR agrees to accept in full payment for this 
Work of Improvement the stipulated sum of One Hundred Fifty Nine Thousand, Nine Hundred 
and Sixty Dollars ($159,960). 

CITY agrees to make monthly payments and final payment in accordance with the 
method set forth in the Specifications. 

4. CONTRACTOR agrees to commence construction of the Work ofImprovement within 
fifteen (15) days after issuance of a Notice to Proceed, and to continue in a diligent and 
workman-like manner without intenuption, and to complete the construction thereof within one 
hundred twenty calendar days from the date the Notice to Proceed is issued. 

5. Time is of essence of this Contract, and it is agreed that it would be impracticable or 
extremely difficult to ascertain the extent of actual loss or damage which the CITY will sustain 
by reason of any delay in the performance of this Agreement. It is, therefore, agreed that 
CONTRACTOR will pay as liquidated damages to the CITY the following sum: Five Hundred 
Dollars ($500.00) for each day's delay beyond the time herein prescribed for finishing work. If 
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liquidated damages are not paid, as designated by the CITY, the CITY may deduct the amount 
thereof from any money due or that may become duc the CONTRACTOR under this Agreemcnt 
in addition to any other remedy available to CITY. The CONTRACTOR shall not be assessed 
liquidated damages for any delay caused by the failure of a public utility to relocate or remove an 
existing utility required for the performance of this Contract. 

6. The CONTRACTOR will pay, and will require all subcontractors to pay, all employees 
on the work of improvement a salary or wage at least equal to the prevailing salary or wage 
established for such work as set forth in the wage detenninations for this work. Travel and 
subsistence pay shall be paid in accordance with Labor Code Section 1773.8. The 
CONTRACTOR shall forfeit to the CITY, as penalty, $200.00 for each calendar day or portion 
thereof for each worker paid (either by him or any subcontractors under him) less than the 
prevailing rate deselibed above on the work provided for in this Agreement, all in accordance 
with Section 1775 of the Labor Code of the State of California. 

7. In the perfOlmance of this Contract, not more than eight (8) hours shall constitute a 
day's work, and the CONTRACTOR shall not require more than eight (8) hours in a day from 
any person employed by him hereunder, except as provided in the Labor Code of the State of 
California. The CONTRACTOR shall adhere to Article 3, Chapter 1, Part 7 (Sections 1810, et 
seq.) of the Labor Code of the State of California, and it is agreed that the CONTRACTOR shall 
forfeit to the CITY as a penalty the sum of $200.00 for each worker employed in the execution 
of this Contract by the CONTRACTOR or any subcontractor for each calendar day during which 
any worker is required or permitted to labor more than eight (8) hours in violation of that article. 

8. CONTRACTOR, by executing this Agreement hereby certifies: 
"I am aware of the provisions of Section 3700 of the Labor Code which requires every employer 
to be insured against liability for Worker's Compensation or to undetiake self-insurance in 
accordance with the provisions of that Code, and I will comply with such provisions before 
commencing the perfonnance of the work of this Contract." 

9. CONTRACTOR shall, prior to the execution of this Contract, furnish two bonds 
approved by the CITY, one in the amount of One Hundred Percent (100%) of the Contract plice, 
to guarantee the faithful perfonnance of the work, and one in the amount of One Hundred 
Percent (100%) of the Contract price to guarantee payment of all claims for labor and materials 
furnished. This Contract shall not become effective until such bonds are supplied to and 
approved by the CITY. CONTRACTOR shall, prior to the release of the performance and 
payment bonds or the retention payment, furnish a warranty performance and payment bond 
equal to at least ten percent of the final contract price or $1,000, whichever is greater. 

10. This AGREEMENT is futiher subject to the provisions of Article 1.5 (commencing at 
Section 20104) of Division 2, Part 3 of the Public Contract Code regarding the resolution of 
public works claims ofless than $375,000. Article 1.5 mandates certain procedures for the filing 
of claims and supporting documentation by Contractor, for the response to such claims by the 
Agency, for a mandatory meet and confer conference upon the request of Contractor, for 
mandatory nonbinding mediation in the event litigation is commenced, and for mandatory 
judicial arbitration upon the partie~' failure to resolve the dispute through mediation. This 
AGREEMENT hereby incorporates the provisions of Article 1.5 as though fully set forth herein. 
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11. This Agreement is subject to the provisions of A11icle 1.7 (commencing at Section 
20104.50) of Division 2, Pat1 3 of the Public Contract Code regarding prompt payment of 
contractors by local governments. Article 1.7 mandates certain procedures for the payment of 
undisputed and properly submitted payment requests within 30 days after receipt, for the review 
of payment requests, for notice to Contractor of improper payment requests, and provides for the 
payment of interest on progress payment requests which are not timely made in accordance with 
that Article. This AGREEMENT hereby incorporates the provisions of Article 1.7 as though 
nlll y set f011h herein. 

12. At the request and expense of CONTRACTOR, securities equivalent to the amount 
withheld shall be deposited with AGENCY, or with a state or federally chartered bank in this 
state as the escrow agent, who shall then pay those moneys to CONTRACTOR upon Agency's 
confirmation of CONTRACTOR'S satisfactory completion of this AGREEMENT. At any time 
dming the term of this AGREEMENT CONTRACTOR may, at its own expense, substitute 
securities for funds otherwise withheld as retention (or the retained percentage) in accordance 
with Public Contract Code § 22300. 

13. Pursuant to Labor Code § 1725.5, CONTRACTOR and any subcontractor must be 
registered with the California Department of Industrial Relations for any bid proposal submitted 
on or after March 1,2015, and for any contract for public work entered into on or after April I, 
2015.

It is recommended that the City Council approve, and authorize the City Manager to execute, the 
first amendment to the contract with Engineering Resources of Southern California, Inc. 
(Contractor), in the amount of$31,478 (for a new total of$ll 0,178) for additional Inspection 
and Construction Management Services for the El Centro Street Improvement Project Phase I 
and Phase II (Project). 

Fiscal Impact 
There are sufficient funds available in the Fiscal Year 2015-16 budget for the construction of this 
Project. The Project is funded from General Fund Account No. 101-9000-9203. 

Commission Review and Recommendation 
This matter was not reviewed by a Commission. 

Background 
On June 17, 2015, the City Council awarded a contract in the amount of$78,700 to the 
Contractor for inspection and construction management services for the Project. During the 
course of construction, the contractor encountered unmarked utility lines and unforeseen subsoil­
related issues which required additional inspection and construction management services. 

Analysis 
During the installation of water service lines and replacement of appurtenant water fittings at 
various street intersections, the contractor encountered unmarked utility lines and incorrect as­
built depths that required several change orders. Also, the Contractor encountered large rocks

unsuitable for use as backfill material. 

These unforeseen changes required additional inspection and constmction management services. 
These services included tracking all labor hours, equipment hours, and materials used by the 
contractor and logs of daily operation reports. In addition, the constmction manager was 
responsible for coordinating and conununicating various changes, conducting field meetings, 
compiling field reports, review and negotiation of change orders, and keeping track of the change 
orders. 

This Project required full-time inspection and approximately 1.5 honrs/day of constmction 
management for the original contract duration, plus 21 additional calendar days dne to the change 
orders. The proposed amendment submitted by the Contractor is based on the original hourly 
rates for the inspection and constmction management services. If approved, the cost of additional 
inspection and constmction management services is $31,478, which brings the total contract 
amount to $110,178. The proposed fees are just and reasonable for the additional scope of work. 
Therefore, staff is recommending approval of the contract amendment.

• During the excavation of the trenches for installation of water service lines and various 
water appurtenant fixtures on EI Centro Street, it was observed and determined that 
existing native soil contained large rocks that could not be properly compacted and 
therefore unsuitable to use as backfill material. This operation resulted in substantial 
additional costs in terms oflabor and equipment, slurry material, disposal of unsuitable 
material to the land fill. 

• During the course of the water service line installation, the contractor encountered five 
(5) locations of unmarked utility lines and discrepancies in depths that required changes 
to the service line alignment in order to avoid the obstlUctions. 

• As a part of street improvements, the Contractor was required to remove and repair 
asphalt pavement damage caused by tree roots. However, the Contractor discovered more 
sub grade damage caused by tree root systems than originally planned. Furthelmore, after 
the street was ground, the Contractor discovered several soft spot areas that needed 
removal to a depth of 10 inches, compaction of native soil, and backfill with asphalt 
pavement. 

Analysis 
The original contract amount was $1,048,295 and the change order amount is $147,845, an 
increase of 14%. The construction manager has negotiated all change orders received and staff 
has determined them to be reasonable. The time and material work was monitored in the field for 
accuracy and applicability. The onsite inspector documented all activities related to the additional 
equipment, material, and labor used to complete the extra work. Therefore, staff is 
recommending approval ofthe contract amendment.

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CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT I AGREEMENT 

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this 17th day of June, 2015 by and between CITY 
OF SOUTH PASADENA, a municipal corporation of the State of California, hereinafter referred 
to as "CITY" and Vido Samarzich, mc. "CONTRACTOR," 

That the CITY and the CONTRACTOR, for the consideration hereinafter named, mntuallyagree 
as follows: 

1. The complete contract and agreement ("AGREEMENT") consists of the Contract 
Documents, which includes all of the following documents incorporated herein by this reference: 
Approved Plans and Specifications (Project No.2015-06), Notice mviting Bids, mstructions to 
Bidders, mformation for Bidders, Contractor's Bid Proposal, this Contract/Agreement, 
Specifications, Special Provisions, Technical Provisions, Reference Specifications, the 
documents in the Appendix, if any, and all mutually agreed-upon modifications and amendments 
thereto, 

2. CONTRACTOR shall perform everything required to be performed, shall provide and 
furnish all the labor, materials, necessary tools, expendable equipment, and all utility and 
transportation services required for the following work of improvement: EI Centro Street 
Improvement Project (Phase 1 & Phase 2) all in accordance with the Contract Documents and 
Contractor's Proposal dated June 2,2015. 

CONTRACTOR agrees to perform all the work and furnish all the materials at his own 
cost and expense necessary to construct and complete in a good and workman-like manner and to 
the satisfaction of the City Engineer of the CITY, the Work of Improvement in accordance with 
the plans, specifications, and Contract Documents (the "Specifications") therefore prepared by 
City's Engineering Department and adopted by the City Conncil. 

3. CITY agrees to pay and CONTRACTOR agrees to accept in full payment for this 
Work of Improvement the stipnlated sum of One Million Forty-Eight Thousand Two Hundred 
Ninety-Five and 001100 Dollars ($1,048,295.00) 

CITY agrees to make monthly payments and final payment in accordance with the 
method set forth in the Specifications. 

4. CONTRACTOR agrees to commence construction of the Work of Improvement within 
fifteen (15) days after issuance of a Notice To Proceed, and to continue in a diligent and 
workman-like manner without interruption, and to complete the construction thereof within 135 
calendar days from the date the Notice to Proceed is issued. 

5. Time is of essence of this Contract, and it is agreed that it would be impracticable or 
extremely difficult to ascertain the extent of actual loss or damage which the CITY will sustain 
by reason of any delay in the performance of this Agreement. It is, therefore, agreed that 
CONTRACTOR will pay as liquidated damages to the CITY the following sum: Five Hundred 
Dollars ($500.00) for each day's delay beyond the time herein prescribed for finishing work. If 
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liquidated damages are not paid, as designated by the CITY, the CITY may deduct the amount 
thereof from any money due or that may become due the CONTRACTOR under this Agreement 
in addition to any other remedy available to CITY. The CONTRACTOR shall not be assessed 
liquidated damages for any delay caused by the failure of a public utility to relocate or remove an 
existing utility required for the performance of this Contract. 

6. The CONTRACTOR will pay, and will require all subcontractors to pay, all employees 
on the work of improvement a salary or wage at least eqnal to the prevailing salary or wage 
established for such work as set forth in the wage detenninations for this work. Travel and 
subsistence pay shall be paid in accordance with Labor Code Section 1773.8. The 
CONTRACTOR shall forfeit to the CITY, as penalty, $200.00 for each calendar day or portion 
thereof for each worker paid (either by him or any subcontractors under him) less than the 
prevailing rate described above on the work provided for in this Agreement, all in accordance 
with Section 1775 of the Labor Code of the State of California. 

7. In the performance of this Contract, not more than eight (8) hours shall constitute a 
day's work, and the CONTRACTOR shall not require more than eight (8) hours in a day from 
any person employed by him hereunder, except as provided in the Labor Code of the State of 
California. The CONTRACTOR shall adhere to Article 3, Chapter 1, Part 7 (Sections 1810, et 
seq.) of the Labor Code of the State of California, and it is agreed that the CONTRACTOR shall 
forfeit to the CITY as a penalty the sum of $200.00 for each worker employed in the execution 
of this Contract by the CONTRACTOR or any subcontractor for each calendar day during which 
any worker is required or permitted to labor more than eight (8) hours in violation of that article. 

8. CONTRACTOR, by executing this Agreement hereby certifies: 
"1 am aware of the provisions of Section 3700 of the Labor Code which requires every employer 
to be insured against liability for Worker's Compensation or to undertake self-insurance in 
accordance with the provisions of that Code, and I will comply with such provisions before 
commencing the performance of the work of this Contract." 

9. CONTRACTOR shall, prior to the execution of this Contract, furnish two bonds 
approved by the CITY, one in the amount of One Hundred Percent (100%) of the Contract price, 
to guarantee the faithful performance of the work, and one in the amount of One Hundred 
Percent (100%) of the Contract price to guarantee payment of all claims for labor and materials 
furnished. This Contract shall not become effective until such bonds are supplied to and 
approved by the CITY. CONTRACTOR shall, prior to the release of the performance and 
payment bonds or the retention payment, furnish a warranty performance and payment bond 
equal to at least ten percent of the final contract price or $1,000, whichever is greater. 

10. This AGREEMENT is further subject to the provisions of Article 1.5 (commencing at 
Section 20104) of Division 2, Part 3 of the Public Contract Code regarding the resolution of 
public works claims of less than $375,000. Article 1.5 mandates certain procedures for the filing 
of claims and supporting documentation by Contractor, for the response to such claims by the 
Agency, for a mandatory meet and confer conference upon the request of Contractor, for 
mandatory nonbinding mediation in the event litigation is commenced, and for mandatory 
judicial arbitration upon the parties' failure to resolve the dispute through mediation. This 
AGREEMENT hereby incorporates the provisions of Article 1.5 as though fully set forth herein. 
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11. This Agreement is subject to the provisions of Article 1.7 (commencing at Section 
20104.50) of Division 2, Part 3 of the Public Contract Code regarding prompt payment of 
contractors by local governments. Article 1.7 mandates certain procedures for the payment of 
undisputed and properly submitted payment requests within 30 days after receipt, for the review 
of payment requests, for notice to Contractor of improper payment requests, and provides for the 
payment of interest on progress payment requests which are not timely made in accordance with 
that Article. This AGREEMENT hereby incorporates the provisions of Article 1.7 as though 
fully set forth herein. 

12. At the request and expense of CONTRACTOR, securities equivalent to the amount 
withheld shall be deposited with AGENCY, or with a state or federally chartered bank in this 
state as the escrow agent, who shall then pay those moneys to CONTRACTOR upon Agency's 
confirmation of CONTRACTOR'S satisfactory completion of this AGREEMENT. At any time 
during the term of this AGREEMENT CONTRACTOR may, at its own expense, substitute 
securities for funds otherwise withheld as retention (or the retained percentage) in accordance 
with Public Contract Code § 22300. 

13. Pursuant to Labor Code § 1725.5, CONTRACTOR and any subcontractor must be 
registered with the California Department of Industrial Relations for any bid proposal submitted 
on or after March 1, 2015, and for any contract for public work entered into on or after April I, 
2015. Further, this project is subject to compliance monitoring and enforcement by the 
Department of Industrial Relations. 

14. This AGREEMENT is subject to Public Contract Code Section 6109: 
CONTRACTOR shall be prohibited from performing work on this project with a subcontractor 
who is ineligible to perform work on the project pursuant to Sections 1777.1 or 1777.7 of the 
Labor Code. 

15. CONTRACTOR shall comply with the provisions of Labor Code Section 1777.5 
concerning the employment of apprentices on public works projects, and further agrees that 
CONTRACTOR is responsible for compliance with Section 1777.5 by all of its subcontractors. 

16. CONTRACTOR shall maintain any and all ledgers, books of account, invoices, 
vouchers, canceled checks, and other records or documents evidencing or relating to charges for 
services or expenditures and disbursements charged to CITY under this Agreement for a 
minimulll of three (3) years, or for any longer period required by law, from the date of final 
payment to CONTRACTOR under this Agreement. All such documents shall be made available 
for inspection, audit, and/or copying at any time during regular business hours, upon oral or 
written request of CITY. In addition, pursuant to Government Code Section 8546.7, all such 
documents and this Agreement shall be subject to the examination and audit of the State Auditor, 
at the request of CITY or as part of any audit of CITY, for a period of three (3) years after final 
payment under the Agreement. 

17. To the fullest extent permitted by law, CONTRACTOR shall, at its sole cost and 
expense, fully defend, indemnify and hold harmless CITY, its authorized representatives and 
their respective subsidiaries, affiliates, luembers, directors, officers, employeeS and agents 
(collectively, the "Indemnitees") from and against any and all claims, actions, demands, costs, 
judgments, liens, penalties, liabilities, damages, losses, and expenses, including but not limited to 
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any fees of accountants, attorneys or other professionals (collectively "Liabilities"), arising out 
of, in connection with, resulting from or related to, any alleged act, omission, fault or negligence 
of CONTRACTOR, CONTRACTOR's Representative, or any of its officers, agents, employees, 
Subcontractors or Suppliers, or any person or organization directly or indirectly employed by any 
of them (Collectively, the "Indemnitors"), in connection with or relating to or claimed to be in 
connection with or relating to the work performed under this AGREEMENT. CONTRACTOR 
shall not be entitled to any refund of attorneys' fees, defense costs and expenses in the event that 
it is s adjudicated to have been non-negligent. 

17.1 CONTRACTOR shall not be required to defend or indemnify CITY for 
liabilities caused by the sole active negligence or willful misconduct of CITY. 

17.2 If CONTRACTOR is a joint venture or partnership, each venturer or partner 
shall be jointly and severally liable for any and all of the duties and obligations of 
CONTRACTOR that are assumed under or arise out of this AGREEMENT. Each of such 
venturers or partners waives notice of the breach or non-performance of any undertaking or 
obligation of CONTRACTOR contained in, resulting from or assumed under this 
AGREEMENT, and the failure to give any such notice shall not affect or impair such 
venturer's or partner's joint and several liability hereunder.

It is recommended that the City Council: 
I. Accept the project improvements as complete and authorize the issuance of a Notice of 

Completion for the EI Centro Street Improvement Project Phase I and Phase II (Project); 
and 

2. Authorize payment of the retention to Vido Samarzich, Inc., in the amount of$59,760. 

Fiscal Impact 
The City Council will be considering a staff report requesting the appropriation of additional 
funds for additional work required as a result of unforeseen conditions encountered in the field 
dUling construction. If approved, there will be sufficient funds available in Account No. 101-
9000-9203 this Project. The final construction cost was $1,195,190. The Project was funded 
through the General Fund and the Water Fund. 

Commission Review and Recommendation 
This matter was not reviewed by a Commission. 

Background 
The City Council approved street improvements on El Centro Street from Pasadena Avenue to 
Orange Grove Avenue as a part of the Fiscal Year (FY) 2014-15 adopted budget. At the June 17, 
2015 the City Council Meeting, as part ofthe FY 2015-16 adopted budget, the City Council 
approved the rehabilitation ofEI Centro Street from Orange Grove Avenue to Meridian Avenue. 
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The Project involved pavement rehabilitation and water improvements on EI Centro Street from 
Pasadena Avenue to Orange Grove Avenue (Phase I) and EI Centro Street from Orange Grove 
Avenue to Meridian Avenue (Phase II). More specifically, the work consisted of cold milling of 
existing pavement, placement of 1/2" to 2" of asphalt overlay, installation of Petromat, removal 
and replacement of sidewalk, driveway, curb and gutter, reconnection of curb drains, removal 
and replacement of water services, water line fittings, and fire hydrants. The existing Class II 
bike lane striping on EI Centro Street between Pasadena Avenue and Orange Grove Avenue was 
modified to create buffered bicycle lanes with 3-feet painted separation between the bicycle lanes 
and the vehicle travel lanes. 

This Project also included 4,200 square feet oflocalized sidewalk repairs on Rollin Street from 
Fair Oaks Avenue to Marengo Avenue, and Laurel Street from Marengo Avenue to Milan 
Avenue. Localized roadway improvements along the frontage of the City's Community Garden 
property located at 1028 Magnolia Street were also included as part of this Project. 

Analysis 
The original contract amount was $1,048,295 and the final contract amount is $1,195,190, an 
increase of 14%. The increase to the contract amount was mainly due to several unforeseen 
conditions encountered during construction related to subsoil-related issues and unmarked utility 
lines resulting in several change orders. The construction manager negotiated all change orders 
received and staff determined them to be reasonable. The time and material work was monitored 
in the field for accuracy and applicability. The onsite inspector documented all activities related 
to the additional equipment, material, and labor used to complete the extra work. The Project was 
inspected and managed by Engineering Resources of Southern California.

Adoption of a Resolutiou Approving the Fiscal Year 2016-17 
Engineer's Report Declaring the City's Intention to Provide for an 
Annual Levy and Collection of Assessments and Setting a Date and 
Time for a Public Hearing for the FY 2016-17 Lighting and 
Landscaping Maintenance District 

It is recommended that the City Council: 
I. Adopt the attached resolution approving the Fiscal Year (FY) 2016-17 Engineer's Repolt 

declaring the City of South Pasadena's (City) intention to provide for an annual levy and 
collection of assessments; and 

2. Schedule the Public Hearing for the FY 2016-17 Lighting and Landscaping Maintenance 
District (LLMD) for June 1,2016, at 7:30 p.m. 

Fiscal Impact 
The LLMD is the major funding source to maintain the street lights and urban forestry in the City 
of South Pasadena. The assessed revenue for FY 2015-16 is $890,874 and the proposed 
assessment for FY 2016-17 is $891,621. The costs of district operations, maintenance, and 
engineering services to support the legally required proceedings are funded through the following 
accounts: traffic signals, sidewalk maintenance, street lighting, street trees and street medians. 

Commission Review and Recommendation 
This matter was not reviewed by a Commission. 

Background 
The purpose of the LLMD is to provide the legal means to annually re-establish the revenue to 
cover costs related to the maintenance operation of the LLMD. The LLMD boundaries coincide 
with the City of South Pasadena boundaries. The costs are distributed by assessing properties in 
accordance with the Engineer's Report. The City Council has previously approved the 
methodology for the assessments and the same methodology will be used this year. 

Over the last three decades, the Engineer's Report has been prepared adhering to the procedures 
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established in the 1972 Landscaping and Lighting Act, which govern the LLMD. As in previous 
years, the City must follow the same procedure, including the preparation of an Engineer's 
Report and holding a public hearing in order to proceed with levying assessments. 

For the last few years, City Council has provided funds from the City's General Fund 
supplementing the LLMD revenues for the upkeep of the aged forestry. In addition, the 
maintenance costs are continually going up due to increased wages throughout the industry. In 
order to ensure proper upkeep of the aging forestry and infrastructure, staff is contemplating to 
initiate a study to update the LLMD in compliance with Proposition 218. 

On March 16, 2016, the City Council approved a resolution authorizing the preparation of an 
Engineer's Report in which the total maintenance costs, the parcels to be assessed, the 
assessment methodology, and the specific assessment for each parcel in the LLMD are 
summarized. 

A copy of the Engineer's Report is attached and available for viewing at the Public Works 
Depaltment, City Clerk's Office, and the City Library. The Engineer's Report is also posted on 
the City's website. 

Analysis 
The resolution approves the Engineer's RepOlt and declares the intention of moving forward with 
levying and collecting assessment to cover LLMD costs. The resolution also sets the time and 
place for a Public Hearing, which allows comment by the property owners and is legally required 
to annually re-establish LLMD revenues. 

As a result of Proposition 218, new or increased assessments may not be imposed to fund LLMD 
costs unless the necessalY balloting and compliance requirements of the proposition are met. 
Although staff is proposing to initiate a study to update the LLMD, however no increase is 
reflected in the proposed Engineer's Report. 

The assessment is composed of a citywide component and a local benefits component. Ongoing 
increase costs of operations have created a challenge for staff to maintain the level of service by 
implementing advance technology coupled with effective delivery of services. 

Assessments are computed based on the number of equivalent single-family dwelling units 
(EDU) in the LLMD. The equivalent dwelling unit calculation is adjusted for commercial, 
vacant, and multi-residential property in a manner detailed on pages 6-8 in the Engineer's Report. 
Local benefits are divided into four zones depending upon the type of street lighting in the 
neighborhood. 

• Zone 1 - properties are adjacent to major thoroughfares, which are served by higher levels 
of lighting compared to residential areas. 

• Zone 2 - properties are primarily residential served by streetlights owned and maintained 
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by the City. 

• Zone 3 - properties are primarily residential served by streetlights owned and maintained 
by Southern California Edison. 

• Zone 4 - properties are in areas without local street lighting, and which pay no local 
benefit assessment. 

The annual assessment rates for a single-family property in each of these zones are as follows: 

Assessment ($/EDU) 
Zone City Wide Local Benefits Total 
1 $71.26 $25.85 $97.12 
2 $71.26 $32.83 $104.09 
3 $71.26 $7.66 $78.92 
4 $71.26 none $71.26 

Properties owned by the City (parks, municipal facilities, etc.), the South Pasadena Unified 
School District, the State (Caltrans properties), or the U.S. Government (post office) are exempt 
from LLMD assessments.

After collection by the County, the net amount of 
the assessments, after the deduction of any compensation due to the County for 
collection, shall be paid to the County Treasurer for purposes of paying for the costs and 
expenses of said District.

Said District shall 
include each parcel ofland within the boundaries of said District as shown on the map as 
approved by this City Council and on file in the Office of the City Clerk and so 
designated by the name of the District. 

SECTION 9. PUBLIC PROPERTY. Any lots or parcels ofland known as 
public property, as the same are defined in Section 22663 of Division 15, Part 2 of the 
Streets and Highways Code of the State of Cali fomi a, which are included within the 
boundaries of the District, shall be omitted and exempt from any assessment to be made 
under these proceedings to cover any of the costs and expenses of said improvement and 
maintenance work.

Plans and specifications for the improvements. 
An estimate of the costs of the improvements. 
A diagram for the assessment district. 
An assessment of the estimated costs of the improvements. 
If bonds or notes will be issued pursuant to Section 22662.5, an estimate of their 
principal amount. (Not applicable). 

A preliminary report is then filed with the City Clerk in accordance with Section 22623 for 
submission to the legislative body. The legislative body may approve the report as filed, or it 
may modify the report and approve it as modified. Now, therefore, the following Assessment 
Engineer's Report is hereby submitted consisting offive (5) parts as follows: 

PART A 

This part contains the plans and specifications which are required to show and describe the 
existing and proposed improvements in accordance with Section 22568. The plans and 
specifications need not be detailed, but shall be sufficient if they show or describe the general 
nature, location, and extent of the improvements. If the assessment district is divided into zones, 
the plans and specifications shall indicate the class and type of improvements to be provided for 
each such zone. The Plans and specifications for the improvements listed in Part A are on file in 
the Office of the Clerk of the City.

The proposed improvements for Fiscal Year 2016-17 may be generally described as the 
continued maintenance and operation of streets and sidewalks within the Assessment District, 
including the construction, operation, servicing and maintenance of landscaping, lighting and 
appurtenant facilities, including but not limited to, personnel, electrical energy, utilities such as 
water, materials, contracting services, and other items necessary for the satisfactolY operation 
of these services described as follows: 

Landscaping and Appurtenant Facilities 
Landscaping, planting, shrubbery, trees, irrigation systems, hardscapes, fixtures, sidewalk 
and curb and gutter maintenance adjacent to street trees, and appurtenant facilities, in 
public street and sidewalk rights-of-way, including parkways, medians and dedicated 
easements within the boundary of said Assessment District. 

Lighting and Appurtenant Facilities 
Poles, fixtures, bulbs, conduits, equipment including guys, anchors, posts and pedestals, 
metering devices and appurtenant facilities as required to provide safety lighting and traffic 
signals in public street and sidewalk rights-of-way and easements within the boundaries of 
said Assessment District. Servicing of the Southern California Edison Company-owned 
lights shall be furnished by Southern California Edison Company or its successors or 
assignees and shall be adequate for the intended purpose. Rates for power and 
maintenance shall be authorized by the Public Utilities Commission, State of California. 

Maintenance means the furnishing of services and materials for the ordinary and usual 
maintenance, operation and servicing of the landscaping, public lighting facilities and 
appurtenant facilities, including repair, removal or replacement of all or part of any of the 
landscaping, public lighting facilities or appurtenant facilities providing for the life, growth, health 
and beauty of the landscaping, including cultivation, irrigation, trimming, spraying, fertilizing and 
treating for disease or injury; the removal of trimmings, rubbish, debris and other solid waste; 
and the cleaning, sandblasting and painting of walls and other improvements to remove or cover 
graffiti. 

Servicing means the furnishing of water for the irrigation of the landscaping and the 
maintenance of any of the public lighting facilities or appurtenant facilities and the furnishing of 
electric current or energy, gas or other illuminating agent for the public lighting facilities, or for 
the lighting or operation of landscaping or appurtenant facilities. 

The plans and specifications for the improvements, showing the general nature, location, and 
the extent of the improvements, are on file in the office of the City Clerk and are incorporated 
herein by reference. 
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The estimated cost of the construction, operation, servicing and maintenance of the street and 
sidewalk improvements for Fiscal Year 2016-17, as described in Part A, are summarized herein 
and described below. All costs include administration and utilities where applicable.

The costs for street lighting on the major thoroughfares, which are the main travel-ways of the 
City, are estimated at approximately 60% of the Street Lighting budget. Additionally, it is 
estimated that approximately 25% of the total street lighting system cost is attributable to the 
City-owned systern in the residential areas and approximately 151.1/0 is attributable to the Edison­
owned lighting system in the residential areas. 

The 1972 Act requires that a special fund be set-up for the revenues and expenditures of the 
District. Funds raised by assessment sha!! be used only for the purpose as stated herein. A 
contribution to the District by the City may be made to reduce assessments, as the City Council 
deems appropriate. Any balance or deficit remaining on July 1 must be carried over to the next 
fiscal year.

The Assessor's maps and 
records are incorporated by reference herein and made part of this report.

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PART D 
ASSESSMENT OF THE ESTIMATED COSTS OF THE IMPROVEMENTS 

GENERAL 
Part 2 of Division 15 of the Streets and Highways Code, the Landscaping and Lighting Act of 
1972, permits the establishment of assessment districts by cities for the purpose of providing 
certain public improvements which include construction, operation, maintenance and servicing 
of street lights, traffic signals, parks and landscaping. 

The 1972 Act requires that maintenance assessments be levied according to benefit rather than 
according to assessed value. Section 22573 provides that: 

The net amount to be assessed upon lands within an assessment district may be 
apportioned by any formula or method which fairly distributes the net amount among all 
assessable lots or parcels in proportion to the estimated benefit to be received by each 
such lot or parcel from the improvements. 

The Act permits the designation of zones of benefit within any individual assessment district if 
"by reasons or variations in the nature, location, and extent of the improvements, the various 
areas wiii receive different degrees of benefit from the improvement" (Sec. 22547). Thus, the 
1972 Act requires the levy of a true "assessment" rather than a "special tax." 

Excepted from the assessment would be the areas of all publicly owned property in use in the 
performance of a public function. The City has made a determination to also exempt public 
utilities rights-of-way. 

EQUIVALENT DWELLING UNITS 
The Equivalent Dwelling Unit method uses the single family home as the basic unit of 
assessment. A single family home equals one Equivalent Dwelling Unit (EDU). Every other 
land-use is converted to EDU's based on an assessment formula appropriate for the City. Multi­
family and condominium parcels are converted to EDU's based on the number of dwelling units 
on each parcel of land; Commercial and Industrial parcels are converted to EDU's based on the 
lot size of each parcel of land. 

Single Family Residential. The single family parcel has been selected as the basic unit for 
calculation of the benefit assessments. This basic unit shall be called an Equivalent Dwelling 
Unit (EDU). Parcels designated as single family residential per the Los Angeles County land­
use code are assessed 1 EDU. 

Multiple Residential. Multiple family uses, as well as condominiums, are given a factor of .80 
EDU per dwelling unit. Based on data from representative cities in Southern California, the 
multiple residential factor of 80 percent is determined by the statistical proportion of relative trip 
generation from various types of residential uses, in combination with population density per 
unit. 

Commercial/Industrial. Commercial/Industrial properties are deSignated as commercial, 
industrial, recreational, institutional or miscellaneous uses per the Los Angeles County land-use 
codes. In converting improved Commercial/Industrial properties to EDUs, the factor used is the 
City of South Pasadena's average single family residential lot size of 7,500 square feet, or 5.808 
dwelling units per acre. The Commerciallindustrial parcels will be assessed 5.808 EDU for the 
first acre or any portion thereof, and then 25% of 5.808 EDUs (1.4520) for every additionai acre 
or portion thereof, as the utilization of that portion of non-residential property greater than one 
acre is reduced and will be treated as vacant land. The minimum number of EDUs per parcel 
will be 1 EDU. 

Engr's Rept 16-17 
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Vacant Property. Vacant property is described as parcels with no improved structures. 
Property values in a community increase when public infrastructure is in place, improved, 
operable, safe, clean and maintained, all properties, including vacant parcels, receive benefits 
as this is the basis of their value. Based upon the opinions of professional appraisers, 
appraising current market property values for real estate in Southern California, the land value 
portion of a property typically ranges from 20 to 30 percent; in South Pasadena, we find that the 
average is about 50 percent. Additionally, the utilization of vacant property is significantly less 
than improved property and vacant property has a traffic generation rate of O. Therefore, we 
recommend that vacant property be assessed at the rate of 25 percent of improved property. 

Vacant Residential. Parcels defined as single family residential parcels which do not have 
structures on the parcels are assessed 25% of a single family dwelling. The parcels will be 
assessed 0.25 EDU per parcel. 

Vacant Non-Residential. Parcels defined as parcels which are not single family residential 
and which do not have structures on the parcel are assessed based upon the acreage of the 
parcel. The parcels will be assessed at the rate of 25% of the developed non-residential 
properties, or 1.4520 EDU per acre or any portion thereof, with a minimum of .25 EDU per 
parcel. 

Landlocked parcels and small parcels vacated by the City are not assessed; nor are public 
streets, public properties, utility easements, right-of-way, public schools, public parks, and 
common areas. These are all exempt parcels. 

The land-use classification for each parcel has been based on the Los Angeles County 
Assessor's Roll. 

BENEFIT DETERMINATION 
There are two types of benefits: City-wide Benefits and Local Benefits. 

Benefits which are received by all parcels in the City are considered to be City-wide Benefits, 
and the associated costs of these benefits are spread equally, based on Equivalent Dwelling 
Units, to all parcels within the District. Citywide Benefits enhance the value of all properties 
within the District. 

LANDSCAPING 
The City maintains trees and miscellaneous shrubbery throughout the City. The trees and 
shrubbery are located within the public street and sidewalk rights-of-way, including in 
medians and parkways. These trees and shrubbery provide an aesthetically pleasing 
environment, shade, beautification, and according to some authorities, air purification and 
sound attenuation. These positive attributes increase the desirability of all properties 
throughout the City. 

All parcels in the City receive benefit from the landscaping maintenance funded by the 
District. This includes the maintenance of street trees and leaf debris removal, sidewalk, 
curb and gutter repair adjacent to trees throughout the City, medians on Huntington Drive, 
Monterey Avenue and Fair Oaks. The City costs to administer these programs are also 
considered a citywide benefit. Trees and landscaping, if well maintained, provide 
beautification, shade and enhancement of the desirability of the surroundings, and 
therefore increases property value. 

Hi :W 
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LIGHTING 
The proper functioning of street lighting and traffic signals is imperative for the welfare and 
safety of the public and property throughout the City. Proper maintenance and servicing of 
the street lighting system benefits properties within the District by providing proper 
illumination for ingress and egress and safe traveling at night. Properties within the District 
also benefit from the proper functioning of the District's traffic signal system. Proper 
operation of the streetlight and traffic signal systems is imperative to public convenience, 
orderly traffic flow, enhanced congestion management and safety. Improved security, fuel 
conservation, protection of property from crime and vandalism, and reduction of traffic 
accidents, are special and direct benefits to all properties within the City; lighting benefits 
are directly related to public safety and property protection and therefore increase 
desirability and property values. The City costs to administer the improvements are also 
considered a benefit to all properties. 

Street lighting on the major thoroughfares and traffic signals are considered city-wide 
benefits, as all property in the City derive benefit from the convenience, safety and 
protection of people and property they provide. It is estimated that 75% of the Major 
Thoroughfare Street Lighting budget and 100% of the Traffic Signal budget are attributable 
as citywide benefits, and are assessed to all parceis in the Districi. The City costs to 
administer these programs are also considered a citywide benefit. 

Zones of Benefit 
There are four types of local lighting benefits within the City associated with the intensity or 
degree of iliumination provided within the various sections of the Districi. These costs vary with 
the type of street, spacing of streetlights and owning agency. These zones of benefit are 
described below: 

Zone 1 - This zone consists of a/l property which is adjacent to the major thoroughfares in 
the District. 25% of the Major Thoroughfare Street Lighting budget is considered to be a 
local benefit attributable to these properties. 

Zone 2 - This zone consists primarily of residential property which is served by the City­
owned street lighting system. 

Zone 3 - This zone consists primarily of residential property which is served by the 
Southern California Edison Company-owned street lighting system. 

Zone 4 - This zone consists of parcels which do not have a local street lighting benefit and 
therefore receive only the citywide benefit.

Approval of a Contract Amendment with Toro Enterprises, Inc., 
for Construction of the Arroyo Seco Golf Course Sanitary Sewer 
Lift Station and Force Main Project 

It is recommended that the City Council approve, and auth0l1ze the City Manager to execute, the 
first amendment to the contract with Toro Enterprises, Inc., (Contractor) in the amount of 
$76,155 (for a new total of $496,005) for additional work required as a result of unforeseen 
conditions encountered during construction for the Arroyo Seco Golf Course Sanitary Sewer Lift 
Station and Force Main Project (Project). 

Fiscal Impact 
This Project is funded through the Arroyo Seco Golf Course Fund. There are sufficient funds 
available in the Arroyo Seco Golf Course Fund for this Project. 

Commission Review and Recommendation 
This matter was not reviewed by a Commission. 

Background 
On September 2,2015, the City Council awarded a contract to the Contractor for the construction 
of the proposed sewer lift station. During construction, the Contractor discovered that the 
existing grease interceptor was leaking from the seams at the bottom and cannot be repaired. 
Repair of the existing grease interceptor is cost prohibitive. Hence, the engineering design 
services contract was amended at the regular City Council meeting on February 17, 2016 and the 
original construction plans were revised. The new design includes installation of a new grease 
interceptor, removal of a portion ofthe existing grease interceptor, and a new sewer pipe 
alignment from the restaurant kitchen to the new grease interceptor and to the new lift station.

• Installation of new grease interceptor: The old grease interceptor will be backfilled with 
concrete slurry and a portion of the old grease interceptor will be removed for placement 
of a new grease interceptor. Fnrthermore, the new grease interceptor requires separate 
piping from the existing sewer pipe per the Uniform Building Code (UBC). The new pipe 
system connects the restaurant kitchen sink to the new grease interceptor. Additional 
sewer pipe is also added from the building to the new pump station. 

e Installation of a new transformer and electrical system for a sump pump in the new pump 
station. Additional electrical work is required due to SCE power step down in order to 
operate the regular sump pump. 

• Installation of an additional gate valve, fabrication and installation of stands/supports to 
raise pumps, and new core holes. Additional work is need to enhance maintenance work 
in the future. 

• Remobilization to begin construction: Since the discovery ofleaking grease interceptor in 
February 2016, the Project was suspended due to the development of revised construction 
plans. All of the Contractor's equipment and materials were pulled off the job site and 
needs to be remobilized. 

Analysis 
The original contract amount was $419,850 and the proposed amendment amount is an additional 
$76,155. The construction manager has negotiated the proposed amendment amount and staff has 
determined it to be reasonable. Therefore, staff is recommending approval of the contract 
amendment. 

Legal Review 
The City Attomey has reviewed this item.

FIRST AMENDMENT TO 
AGREEMENT FOR CONSTRUCTION

WHEREAS, a contract amendment for additional work is required as a result of 
the discovelY during construction that the existing grease interceptor is leaking from the 
bottom and cannot be repaired. This requires installation of a new grease interceptor, 
removal of portion of the existing grease interceptor, and a new sewer pipe aligmnent 
from the restaurant kitchen to the new grease interceptor to the new lift station; and 

WHEREAS, on February 17,2016, the City Council authorized additional design 
services to redesign the affected portions of the Project. 

NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY AND THE CONTRACTOR AGREE AS 
FOLLOWS: 

1. PAYMENT FOR SERVICES. That Section 4 of the Agreement is hereby 
amended to read as follows:

The total amount for the construction shall not exceed the 
authol1zed amount of $496,005 (which includes the compensation for the 
original scope of work in the amount of $419,850 and the compensation 
for the additional scope of work in the amount of $76,155), unless the 
CITY has given specific advance approval in writing. 

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES. That scope of work of the Agreement is hereby 
amended to include Exhibit "A" as the attached to this Amendment. 

3. TERM. The telm of the Agreement shall be extended by 28 calendar days to 
118 calendar days fi'om the date the Notice to Proceed is issued. 
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4. PROVISIONS OF AGREEMENT. All other terms, conditions, and provisions 
of the Agreement to the extent not modified by this Amendment, shall remain in full 
force and effect.

amount of $83,674.61. 

Fiscal Impact 
This Project will be reimbursed by the Los Angeles County Regional Park and Open Space 
District (District) under the Proposition A Maintenance and Services Program which was 
approved by the District on April 13, 2016. 

Commission Review and Recommendation 
On December 14, 2015, this matter was reviewed by the Parks and Recreation Commission 
(Commission). The Commission was informed of the playground audit and that staff was 
seeking approval from the Proposition A Maintenance and Servicing Program grant. The 
Commission was informed at the January II, 2016 meeting that approval was granted by the 
District for the new playground surfacing at Garfield Park and Orange Grove Park. 

Background 
PlaySafe, LLC conducted an audit of the condition of the existing South Pasadena park 
playground equipment. The unitary rubberized surfacing material at Garfield Park and Orange 
Grove Park was determined to be in need of replacement due to its reaching the end of its 
lifespan and non-compliance with the current United States Consumer Product Safety 
Commission (CPSC) and Association for Testing Materials (ASTM) regulations for playground 
surfacing. 
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Award a Contract to Ortco, Inc. for the resurfacing of two playgrounds 
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The Safe Neighborhood Parks Act (Proposition A) of 1992 and 1996 resulted in the 
establishment of the District. The District issues bonds with proceeds allocated to public 
agencies and nonprofit organizations for the acquisition and improvement of parks. The District 
also reimburses the maintenance costs associated with completed projects. 

In 2000, the existing unitary rubberized and sand surfacing at Garfield Park was installed as part 
of an overall playground and pal'k improvement project. The project was funded by Proposition 
A funds in 1992 ($120,000) and 1996 ($105,000). The funds were used to replace playground 
equipment, install new BBQ facilities and fencing, and purchase picnic tables. In 2003, the 
existing unitary rubberized and sand surfacing at Orange Grove Park was installed as part of a 
playground improvement project. The improvement project was funded by Proposition A funds 
($10,000) and Proposition 12 funds ($150,000). 

At the March 16, 2016 Meeting, City Council directed staff to identify whether the materials 
used in SpectraTurfs SpectraPour Supreme were listed on the California Office of 
Environmental Health Hazard Assessment (OEHHA) List of Chemicals Known to the State to 
Cause Cancer or Reproductive Toxicity (List). SpectraTurfs SpectraPour Supreme surfacing 
includes a top surface that consists of Thermoplastic Vulcanizate (TPV) granules (0.5 to 1.55 
l11l11). TPV is not found on the OEHHA List. The basemat consists of recycled styrene­
butadiene rubber (SBR). SBR does not appear on the OEHHA List. 

The City Council also directed staff to provide information on alternative playground surfacing 
materials. The U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) Handbook for Playgronnd 
Safety lists appropriate surfacing material as any material tested to ASTM (American Society of 
the International Association for Testing Materials) F1292 (the Standard Specification for Impact 
Attenuation of Surfacing Materials Within the Use Zone of Playground Equipment). CPSC also 
recommends that playground surfacing be ADA accessible and comply with ASTM F 19 51 (the 
Standard Specification for Determination of Accessibility of Surface Systems Under and Around 
Playground Equipment). Unitary rubberized surfacing and engineered wood fiber (EWF) 
surfacing have been tested and comply with both ASTM standards. 

EWF is a natural non-toxic wood product, comprised of softwoods and hardwoods, designed 
specifically for use as a playground safety surface. Once settled, EWF forms a "knitted" layer 
that is designed to support accessibility. It contains minimal bark and is free of twigs, leaf debris 
and other organic materials. EWF has a lower initial cost, per square foot, than unitary 
rubberized surfacing. However, it requires more maintenance and occasional topping off to 
maintain the recorrm1cnded depth and remain compliant with ASTM FI292. 

At the April 20, 2016 City Council Meeting, the City Council approved the use of Engineered 
Wood Fibers (EWF) as the playground surfacing at Garfield Park and Orange Grove Park. The 
City Council also directed staff to look into the possibility of having a small sand area at both 
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park locations for children to play in. This is being looked into and will be implemented per City 
Council direction. 

Analysis 
Per Proposition A guidelines, staff requested proposals for the surfacing project at Garfield Park 
and Orange Grove Park. Staff received three proposals for engineered wood fiber surfacing, as 
follows:

The lowest bidder, Ortco, Inc., would remove existing unitary and sand surfacing at both parks, 
demolish and remove the base, install a new sump drain system at Garfield Park (Orange Grove 
Park has an existing sump drain system), lay down a layer of geotextile fabric, and install new 
Fibar Systems EWF. Fibar Systems EWF has a performance warranty period of 15 years from 
the date of completion of work.

agents and volunteers as additional insureds. All of the policies required under 
this Agreement shall contain an endorsement providing that the policies cannot be 
canceled or reduced except on thirty days' prior written notice to City.

First Reading and Introdnction of an Ordinance Prohibiting the 
use of Inflatable Structures and Other Carnival Devices in City 
Parks 

It is recommended that the City Council read by title only for the first reading, waive further 
reading, and introduce an ordinance (Attachment 1) adding the new Section 21.25 ("Carnival 
Devices") to Chapter 21 ("Parks") of the South Pasadena Municipal Code (SPMC) to regulate the 
use of "Carnival Devices" such as inflatable structures, bounce houses, dunk tanks, slides, 
climbing walls, animal rides, and petting zoos, which City of South Pasadena (City) park patrons 
use while hosting parties and events in all South Pasadena public parks, while allowing the 
Community Services Director to, at their discretion; allow the use of such devices by permit or 
for the City'S own programming. 

Fiscal Impact 
There is no expected negative fiscal impact from prohibiting carnival devices within City public 
parks. 

Commission Review and Recommendation 
On February 8, 2016, the Parks and Recreation Commission recommended adoption of the new 
Carnival Devices Ordinance. 

Backgronnd 
The City currently has no official policy or ordinance regarding inflatable structures. City park 
patrons continue to utilize inflatable structures while hosting parties and events. The use of these 
structures increases the damage to turf and irrigation lines, cause excessive noise issues due to 
the loudness of electric generators necessary to power the inflatable blowers, and prompt other 
park patrons to complain about the amount of space that is taken up by the structures. 

The presence of unpermitted, uninsured, and unlicensed carnival devices in the Parks has created 
a hazardous situation not only for the end user, but for the general public as well, and is a 
potential liability to the City. 
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Ordinance Prohibiting the use of Inflatable Structures and Other Carnival Devices 
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There have been several incidents across the country reporting the dangers related to inflatable 
structures. Meteorologists have stated that a gust of wind as low as 20 mph can easily lift a 
bouncer off the ground. In May 2014, two boys in New York were seriously injured when a gust 
of wind blew their inflatable structure into the air; they were tossed to the asphalt from at least 15 
feet above the ground. During a Fourth of July celebration, in Sparks, Nevada, wind caused an 
inflatable slide to pull from its tethers and rise 300 feet into the air, knocking down lamp posts. 

According to the Journal of the American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP), between 1995 and 
2010, there were more than 62,000 children and teens treated in U.S. emergency rooms as a 
result of an injury sustained while using inflatable structures. The number of injuries increased 
every year in that period of time from 702 in 1995 to 11,311 in 2010; a 15-fold increase, with the 
most rapid boost seen in the last few years of the study. The research shows about a third of the 
children injured are under 5 years of age. Many of these injuries are due to collision within the 
inflatable bouncer. Most of the injuries consist of broken bones, but approximately 20 percent 
are head and neck injuries. Between 1995 and 2010, AAP reported 10,996 bumps and bruises, 
17,297 broken bones, and 4,506 concussions and close head injuries (CHI). According to a 2012 
AAP study, accidents occurred most often at sports or recreation sites (44 percent), or at a private 
residence (38 percent). 

Twenty-two California cities were surveyed to ascertain their policies regarding inflatable 
structures in Parks. Twelve of the cities surveyed do not allow structures due to reasons ranging 
from liability concerns, to the time-consuming process of tracking insurance certificates and 
endorsements for the inflatable structures. Inflatable structures, and other carnival devices, tend 
to attract large parties. The parks in the City have limited parking and limited space to 
accommodate the largc groups and space they require. In addition, there is also the risk of 
damage to City trees, turf, vegetation, and irrigation lines from improperly placed attractions. 

Some cities have enacted staff intensive policies and procedures to regulate inflatable structures, 
such as requiring mandatory agreements and insurance certificates between the City and carnival 
device vendors; inflatable structure permit fees in addition to park reservation fees; and 
additional staff to patrol public parks and enforce park regulations. Of the majority of cities 
surveyed, those that allow the use of inflatable structures limit their sizes to no more than 
15 'x 15' and only allow the structures to be placed in larger parks adjacent to picnic shelters, 
where they are least likely to impede upon the activities of other park patrons. 

In 2010, the City of Monterey Park adopted an ordinance specifically prohibiting the use of 
camival devices for sports and recreational activities, while permitting the Parks and Recreation 
Director to allow the use of carnival devices by permit or for City purposes, including the City'S 
own recreation programming. 

Analysis 
The proposed ordinance amends SPMC Chapter 21, which outlines conduct in City Parks. For 
the reasons discussed above, the proposed ordinance prohibits the use of carnival devices, as 
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those terms are defined. 

The City would allow these types of attractions at City sponsored events however; the City is 
able to reduce the risks by controlling the overall set up and operation, and requiring proper 
insurance and indemnification from the company. This proposed ordinance would allow for this 
type of use. It should be noted that this ordinance only applies to City Parks. 

The proposed ordinance will give staff the authority to abate an unlawful carnival device and/or 
issue a citation for violations. Typically, as with other prohibited activities in this Chapter, the 
violating party will be asked to remove the attraction from the Parle If there is an issue 
regal'ding noncompliance with the instructions given, it will be possible to provide enforcement 
through the issuance of a citation. Park signage would also be updated to reflect the new 
ordinance. 

Legal Review 
The City Attorney has reviewed this item.

According to a 2012 AAP study, accidents occurred most often at spOlis or recreation sites (44 
percent), or at a private residence (38 percent); and 
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WHEREAS, carnival devices tend to attract large parties, which are difficult for City 
parks to accommodate due to limited parking and park space; and 

WHEREAS, the proposed ordinance, which only applies to carnival devices located in 
City parks, will allow the City to reduce the risks created by carnival devices by controlling 
overall setup and operation and requiring proper insurance and indemnifIcation from vendors; 
and 

WHEREAS, the proposed ordinance further gives City staff the authority to abate 
unlawfully placed carnival devices and issue citations for said violations. 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SOUTH 
PASADENA, CALIFORNIA, DOES HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1. The above recitals constitute fIndings of the City Council of the City of 
South Pasadena. 

SECTION 2. A new sub-section 21.25 ("Carnival Devices") of South Pasadena 
Municipal Code Chapter 21 ("Parks") is added to read: 

"A. Except as otherwise provided, it is unlawful for any person to use, 
maintain, or operate the following devices within any public parle 

I. Dunk tanks, booths, or machines which generally consist of a large 
tank of water over which a seat is suspended. 

2. Inflatable recreational structures including, without limitation, 
inHatable, interactive structures or equipment commonly used for 
jumping, bouncing, sliding, riding, or as an apparatus for sports 
and recreational activities. 

3. Other similar temporary attractions including, without limitation, 
structures containing live animals; petting zoos; climbing walls; 
and slides. 

B. The Community Services Director, or designee, may allow the use of the 
attractions otherwise prohibited by this section for City purposes including, without 
limitation, the City'S own recreation programming. 

SECTION 3. This ordinance shall take effect thirty (30) days after its fInal passage and 
within fIfteen (15) days after its passage, the City Clerk of the City of South Pasadena shall 
certify to the passage and adoption of this ordinance and to its approval by he City Council and 
shall cause the same to be published in a newspaper in the manner required by law.

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Direction Regarding a Possible Increase in the Park Impact Fee 

It is recommended that the City Council provide direction regarding a possible increase to the 
Park Impact Fee. 

Fiscal Impact 
Since the inception of the Park Impact Fee (PIF), the City of South Pasadena (City) has received 
$712,410. A number of projects have taken place which includes the Arroyo Park playground 
eqnipment, community center feasibility study, and various park plans for a total amount of 
$268,390. There is currently $444,019 in the PIF fund. From that amount, $230,095 is 
encumbered for the dog park design and construction, demonstration garden, and community 
center feasibility study. The remaining amount of $213,924 is available for new projects. 

Commission Review and Recommendation 
On February 8, 2016, the Parks and Recreation Commission (Commission) reviewed and 
recommended that the City Council discuss the possibility of increasing the PIF by 20%. This 
would raise the fee from $5.89 to $7.07 per square foot, which would still be less than the rate 
supported by the existing Nexus Study. 

Background 
In October 2005, the Commission began discussing the Quimby Act/Parkland Development Fee. 
They were asked to develop a list of park projects or major improvements to existing facilities 
and their estimated costs. 

In February 2007, the City Council entered into an agreement to complete a Nexus Study to 
establish a Parkland Development Impact Fee. It was determined that the Parkland Impact Fee 
was a better mechanism for the City to raise money to create new parks and improve/add to 
existing parks. The Quimby Fee was not appropriate for the City as the City has no significant 
pieces of privately owned vacant property to develop. 

In September 2007, the Commission discussed the Park Facility Impact Fee Report (Nexus 
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Study). They voted unanimously to establish the Fee and approve the rate of $8.93/s.1: for single 
family dwellings and $8.54/s.f. for Multi Family Dwellings, as supported by the Nexus StUdy. 
After further discussion and unanimous vote, they recommended against exempting affordable 
housing. In addition, they recommended that the fee be applied anytime square footage is 
increased. They did not recommend following the school district's method of applying the fee 
when new habitable square footage is more than 500 square feet. 

At the October 3, 2007 City Council Meeting, the City Council expressed general support for 
approving a park impact fee but expressed concern regarding the fee amount recommended by 
the Commission. The City Council directed staff to return with a revised proposal to institute a 
park impact fee in an amount less than that suppOlied by the Nexus Study. 

At its October 2007 meeting, the Commission was informed that the City Council did not take 
formal action on adopting the PIF. The Commission pointed out that the fee addressed two 
strategic goals set back in June 2007 which were I) "Increase Sources of Revenue to Meet 
Umnet Needs" which can be used to 2) "Repair and/or Replace Infrastructure." 

At the December 5, 2007 City Council Meeting, staff returned with a revised report and three (3) 
rate options ($8.56/s.f., $5.89/s.f., and $4.00/s.1:). The City Council approved the establishment 
of a PIF of$5.89 and exempt the first 250 square feet for renovations/remodel. 

At the January 16, 2008 City Council Meeting, a Public Hearing was set for the adoption of a 
resolution and City ordinance establishing a Park Facility Impact Fee on Residential 
Developments. The City Council additionally set a reduced Fee in the amount of $2.95 per 
square foot for affordable senior housing. 

At the February 6, 2008 City Council Meeting, the City Council adopted an ordinance amending 
Chapter 16A of the South Pasadena Municipal Code establishing a Residential Park Facilities 
Impact Fee. The rate and exemptions have been established by resolution. This gives City 
Council the flexibility to amend the Impact Fee without having to amend the City's Ordinance. 

The PIF fund has received $712,410 since it began in Fiscal Year 2008-09. The largest 
contribution was from the development of the former Abbott Laboratories property at 820 
Mission Street which was about $278,000. PIF funds have been used to survey and develop 
conceptual plans for lot 117 off Illinois Drive for a possible park, new playground equipment at 
Arroyo Park, a community center feasibility study, and design and plans for the dog park which 
totaled about $268,000. The PIF fund has about $230,000 encumbered for the dog park, 
demonstration garden, and community center feasibility study. There is about $213,000 
remaining for new parks and facility development.

Analysis 
It is recommended that the City Council discuss the possibility of increasing the PIF from an 
amount ranging from 5.89/s.f. to $8.54/s.f., as supported by the existing Nexus Study. Each year, 
the revenues vary due to development. It is difficult to determine the increase in overall revenues 
and increase in the PIF. Each year an estimate of$30,000 is used when preparing the revenue 
budget. Ifusing $30,000 as a base, the increase can be as low at $6,000 to $13,500 a year. Below 
is a chart of the possibly percentage increases.

Back.gw1llud and Study Objectives 

The primary policy objective of a public faeilities. fee progmm is to ensure that new 
development pays the capital costs associated with growth. The primary pllrpose of this 
report is to complete a park facilities fee study and determine the maximum justified fee 
levels to impose on new development to maintain the City)s facilities standard. Public 
agencies should review and update their fee programs periodically to incorporate t11e best 
available infolmation. 

The City will impose park facilities fees under authority granted by the 1vIltigation Fee Act 
(Act), contained in the Califori1ia Gov,mlllant Cod, Sections 66000 through 66025. This report 
provides the necessary findings reguired by the Act for adoption of the fees presented i.n tl1e 
fee schedules contained herein. 

Public Facilities F'inancing In. CaHfo:trn.:I.a 

The changing fiscal landscape in the State of California during tile past thirty (30) years has 
steaclily undercut dIe financial capacity of local governments to fund ilJJrastructure, 111ree 
dominant trends stand out: 

.. The passage of a string of tax limitation measures, starting with Proposition 13 in 
1978 and continuing through the passage of Proposition 218 in 1996; 

+ Declining popular support for bond measures to finance infrastructure for the next 
generation of residents and businesses; and 

<0' Steep reductions in federal and state assistance. 

Faced with these trends, lTI2ny cities and counties have had to adopt a policy of I1 growth pays 
its own way. It This policy shifts the burden of funding infrastrLlcture expansion from 
existing rates and taxpayers onto new development. This fundlng shi.ft has been 
accomplished prirnmily through the imposition of assessments, special taxes, and 
dC!Velopmel1t impact fees also known as public facilities fees, Assessments and special taxes 
require approval of property owners and are appropriate when the funded facilities are 
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directly related to tl1e developing properly. Development fees, on the other hand, are an 
appropriate funding source for facilities that benefit all development judscJjctian~wide. 

Development fees need only a maiority vote of the legislative body for adoption. 

Facility Standal1"ds ApPl"08lch 

The key public policy issue in public facilily fee studies is the identification of facility 
standards for each category of facilities in a fee program. A facility sta.ndard is a public policy 
tl1at states the amount of facilities required per unit of new development to accommodate 
the increased service demand. Examples of faoUty standards include park acres per capita 
and wastewater generation per equivalent dwelling unit. Standards also may be expressed in 
monetaq' terms such as the total cost of faciEty investments per capita. 

The facility standard assists in documenting statutory findings requited for adoption of a 
public facilities fee. First, tbe standmd documents a J.:easonable relationship betweCtl the type 
of new development and the total need for new facilities. \17here appUcable, the san1e facility 
standard is applied to both existing and new development to ensure that new development 
does not fund deficiencies associated with existing development. Second! dle fadUty 
standard is often used to allocate facility costs to each development project, documenting a 
reasonable relationship between the amount of the fec and the cost of facilities allocated to 
each development project. 

Types of facilhy standards and their application in specific situations ate discussed below. 
Thls section concludes with a description of how f~cility standa.rds a:re used in the current 
study. 

Types of Facility Standards 

The types of standards that may be used in a public facility fee study include: 

~ Demand standards determine the amount of facilities required to accommodate 
growth, for example park acres per thousand !:esidents, traffic level of service, or 
gaUons of water per day per dwelling unit.

C2.pjt2, cost pe!..· vehkle trip, or cost per gi!JJon 
of water per day. 
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Applying Facility Standards 
Demand and design standards mayor may not play il1l explicit role in the documentation of 
a specific pubJic f'lCilil), fec> \vhile cost: standards always playa tole. Often the approach 
depends on the degree to which tbe commllnilY has engaged in cOD1prehensive facility 
master planning to identify facility needs, . 

<10 For some fees explicit dC1JJcmd and design standards ~\J:e used to determine total 
facility needs and costs, and then a cost standard is used to nUocate costs to new 
devciopment. For example, the fee study m~ty document how a park standard ,.of 
three acres per 1,000 residents determines park needs for new development. 
Next) a cost standard i,s calculated based 'on total park needs allocated per u.nit of 
new development to cfllculate the fee schedule. 

<} For other fees the total cost of needed facilities is documented outside of the fee 
study.

To measure existing service population and future growth, resident;ial population clata is used 
for park facilities. Tbe number of residents is a reasonable indicator of the level of demand 
for pal'k facilities. 11,e Cil)' builds .park facilities primarily to serve this popUlation and 
typically the greater the population the larger the facilil), requhed to pto"ide a given level of 
service. 

Land Use Types 

To ensure a reasonable relationship between each fee and the type of development paYlng 
the fee, growth projections are used to distinguish between different land use types. The 
land USe types used in this analysis are defmed below: 

• Residential: All attached and detached dwelling urlits such as one-family dwelling 
units, duplexes and condominiums, mobile homes, apartments, and dorrn.itories; 

The City has the discretiorl to impose the park facilities fee based on the specific aspects of a 
proposed development regardless of zoning. The guideline to use is the probable occupant 
density of the development as in residents per dwelling unit. The fee imposed should be 
based on the land use type that most closely represents the probable occupant densil)' of the 
development. 
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Occupant Densities 

Occupant densities ensure a reasonable relationship bet\veen the increase in service 
population and amount of the fee, Developers pay the fee based on tbe number of 
additional housing unit square feet of each residential developmentj therefore the fee 
schedule must convert service population estimates to these measures of project size. This 
conversion is done with average occupant density factors by land use type, shown in Table 
Z,O, 

The residential occupant density factor is derived from the 2000 U.S. Census BUJ:eau's 
Tables [-[-31 through B-33, Table [-[-31 proVides vacant housing units data, willie Table [-[-
32 provides information relating to occupied housing, Table B-33 documents ti1e total 2000 
population residing in occupied housing, The US Census numbers are adjusted by using the 
California Department of Finance (DOF) estimates for January 1,2007 found on Table E-5,

The purpose of this fee is to ensure tbat new development funds its fair sh~re of parkland 
and facilities, The City would use fee revenues to expand park facilities to serve new 
development. 

Service Population 

Park facilities have been developed within the City of Soutb Pasadena to primarily serve the 
residents of the City. Since the resWents are the ptimaty users of the park facilities the 
future cost to provide fa,cilities will be allocated to the future residents, Service population is 
used as a measure of the need for park facilities that are se.rving the residents in the service 
area, 

Table 3.0 shows tbe estimated service population for 2007 and 2030. In calculating the 
selvice population, residents are given a weight of 1,0.

This section identifies tasks that the City should complete when impierne:nt:ing the new park 
faciJ.ities impact fee requirements. 

Ordinances and Resolutions 

The Cjty COllncil should adopt appropriate ordinances to provide the Cit)' with the authority 
to implement the park facilities impact fec progran\ subject to the ad vice of legal counsel. 
The ordinances would authorize the City to impose and collect a park facilities impact fee 
based on the statutory findings required by the Mitigation Fee Act (see the foUowing 
section). The ordinances should provide for increasing the fees based 011 an explicit inflation 
index, and for the setting of fees by resolution. 

The City Council should also adopt fee resolucions to establish the amount of the park 
facilities impact fees, We recommend that the actual fee amount be established by resolution 
to facilitate updating the fee for lnflation or other purposes without having to amend the 
City's Municipal Code.

It is recommended that the City Council receive and file the "South Pasadena Public Library 
Operations Study, Final Report, April 12, 2016" and direct staff to provide the City Council with 
updates periodically in regards to the implementation of the recommendations, 

Fiscal Impact 
Many of the recommendations presented in the Library Operations Study (LOS) include 
efficiency improvements to the South Pasadena Public Library (Library) services and can be 
implemented within the FY 2016-17 budget. The recommendations of the LOS are intended to 
be implemented over the next three years, 

The first year priority recommendations include improvements to the Library's Wi-Fi coverage 
and speed, The cost of providing broadband fiber optic connectivity will be covered by the 
increased Library Special Tax revenues during FY 2016-17, and a $24,000 grant from the 
Corporation for Education Network Initiatives in California (CENIC) project of the California 
State Library, The CENIC grant will help offset computer hardware costs associated with the Wi­
Fi upgrades and broadband connectivity expenses, Replacement of some of the Library computer 
workstations called for in the LOS has already been incorporated into the City's Information 
Technology budget The Library has also allocated funding to expand electronic resources (e­
resources), in the form of e-books, databases, and downloadable audio and video, in the Library's 
FY 2016/2017 Proposed Budget. Staff is currently evaluating flood remediation for the Library 
and may go out to bid in early FY 2016-17, 

The Library will add more computer workstations, including laptops and handheld devices as 
funding becomes available, The Library will also request additional funds in future years to 
implement self-checkout stations and RFID (Radio Frequency Identification) capabilities for its 
collections of books, CDs, DVDs, etc, Other recommendations to be implemented in the 
subsequent years include funding for a Space Planning Consultant to assist with furnishing and 
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Receive and File of Library Operations Study

subsequent years include funding for a Space Planning Consultant to assist with furnishing and 
decor upgrades. 

Cost estimates associated with the recommended organizational restructuring are unknown at this 
time. 

The LOS recommends the deletion of uncollected library fines from individuals that have not 
used the libraty in over 3 years. This would result in the elimination of approximately $150,000 
of debt owed to the Libraty. 

Commission Review and Recommendation 
Library Consultant Joe Matthews presented the "South Pasadena Public Library Operations 
Study Preliminary Report, Draft, February 5, 2015" to the Libraty Boat'd of Trustees (LBT) 
during their Februaty 24, 2016 and March 10, 2016 meetings. The LBT provided input on the 
LOS that will be incorporated into an addendum to the Libraty Operations Study Final version, 
along with any feedback provided by the City Council. 

All 56 recommendations in the LOS were approved by the LBT unanimously except for Number 
43 "to adopt the recommended Libraty Organizational Chatt." There was one "No" vote for 
recommendation Number 43 during the March 10,2016 meeting. 

Background 
Consultant Joan Frye Williams developed the "South Pasadena Public Library Operations Study 
Discussion Draft" in 2014, but had to leave the project due to personal reasons. Consultant 
Matthews was hired to finalize the LOS and develop a Libraty Strategic Plan. The intent of the 
LOS is to increase efficiency and help the Libraty adopt "best practices" to meet its strategic 
planning goals. The Fire Department, Public Works Department, and Management Services 
Depattment have undergone similar processes to streatl11ine their operations. 

Consultant Matthews conducted interviews with a variety oflibraty staff, community 
stakeholders, LBT, and members of the Friends of the South Pasadena Public Library. Consultant 
Matthews also conducted field trips with LBT and staff members to the Alhambra, Arcadia, 
Monrovia, Monterey Park, and San Marino public libraries. Consultant Matthews surveyed the 
participants for what they liked and disliked about each of the three libraries and their websites. 

Analysis 
The LOS recommendations would enable the Libraty to address some of the current and long­
term needs that were identified in the "Libraty Strategic Plan, 2011 to 2015" and LOS interviews. 
In addition, many of the Library's practices would be brought into greater alignment with those 
of other thriving public libraries. The implementation of the recommendations would shift 
resources to better enable the Libraty to meet the current and evolving needs of the community. 

Thursday night open hours could adjust the Library's hours of operation to accommodate major 
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traffic and congregating patterns of the community. In addition, the Library could add time­
saving self-service technologies for those who wish to use them. Expansion of the Library's 
eResources would provide users with access to a broader spectrum of resources 24-hours a day. 
Elimination of a single public service desk would allow for more hands-on, face-to-face 
customer service transactions and could free up staff to be more creative and take better 
advantage of the growing array of social media, networking, outreach, and marketing 
opportunities. 

The LOS includes 56 recommendations that are categorized into the following groups: 
s Technology • Youth Services • Using Data 
• Materials • Operations 
" Facilities • Finance 

The LOS includes a Summary of Improvement Recommendations that identified 27 of the 
recommendations as first year priorities. The LBT, staff, and Director of Library, Arts, and 
Culture may evaluate and reprioritize as necessary. 

The Prioritization Framework matrix included the following key improvement recommendations: 
• Fiber optic internet link 
• First floor renovations 
• Improved Wi-Fi cOll!lection 
• Increase internet workstations 
• Resource acquisition with full processing 
• "Right size" the collection 
• Reinvent the Librmy website 
• Increase the number of eResources 
• Shared Integrated Librmy System 
• Create a Library foundation 
• Prepare a space allocation study 
• Develop performance measures 

Implementation of the recommendations would assist the Library in meeting the needs of the 
community and better position the Library for continued success in the future.

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This study was commissioned by the City of South Pasadena to determine how library resources can be better 
allocated to support the South Pasadena Public Library Strategic Plan, 2011 to 2015. This study also continues an 
operations review study begun by Joan Frye Williams in 2014.ln addition, during a second phase ofthis project, the 
consultant will prepare a new South Pasadena Public Library Strategic Plan 2016-2020. 

Refleding the Community's Vision 

During the development of the South Pasadena Public Library's current strategic plan, the library purposely 
encouraged the participation of community members in order to ensure that the library's goals and objectives 
reflected the changing characteristics and needs of its residents. The resulting strategic plan envisioned 
improvements in five main areas; 

1. Technology-The South Pasadena Public Library will expand and improve its use of new technologies to 
provide access to library materials, information about library services, and help its customers connect to 
the online world. 

2. Facilities-The South Pasadena Public Library will provide a facility that is welcoming, comfortable, easily 
accessible and flexible. 

3. Materials - All The South Pasadena Public Library Llsers will have access to library materials that reflect 
community needs and local culture. 

4. Youth Services-The South Pasadena Public Library will provide youths with the resources they need to 
succeed in school and work to nurture a life-long love of learning and reading. 

5. Finance - The South Pasadena Public Library will work to ensure financial stability while providing cost 
effective operations. . 

In addition to these five broad topics, this report will also address current library operations and 
organizational structure. 

Meeting the Demands of a Vibrant Community 

Public libraries were originally called upon to acquire, organize and then share materials (predominantly 
recreational). The vast majority of these materials were books purchased from commercial publishers. The value of 
any library's collection is rooted in the worth of a local copy of a title that is of interest to a customer. However, for 
some the value of the local copy is reduced to almost zero when a digital copy of the same item can be retrieved 
anywhere, anytime. Today public libraries are in transition as SOciety is moving with ever-increasing speed to the 
digital environment. The Internet does indeed change almost everything. Thus, public libraries, including the South 
Pasadena Public Library, are moving to involve their communities in a planning process to reinvent themselves so 
that they are responsive to the current needs of their community. 

The public library is no longer the "go-to-place"for gaining access to information - the Internet is. Collections and 
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from a host of sources. Thus, public libraries must position themselves so that they are where the people are _. which 
is increasingly online, especially the use of online social media sites. 

In addition, the residents of South Pasadena live in a community that is surrounded by good public libraries in 
nearby communities. And many South Pasadena residents take the opportunity to visit other public libraries as 
many of the residents from other communities come to South Pasadena to visit its public library. 
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Maintaining Excellence 

While it is clear that the staff of the South Pasadena Public Library has been stressed as the result of budget cuts, 
especially in the acquiring of new materials, staff have continued to provide high levels of customer service 
and will do so in the future. This study seeks to identify ways to streamline and modernize library practices by 
suggesting priorities for improving existing services and to suggest new services within the constraints of the 
library's staffing and materials operations budge\. 

What This Study Is Not 
This review of library operations is not a look into prior decisions, nor is it an inquiry into how the library got 
where it is today, or an attempt to "grade" the library's performance. Nor is this study an evaluation of library 
employees. However, it is the opinion of this consultant that the South Pasadena Public Library staff rnembers are 
dedicated and care deeply about the quality of services that they provide. 

The goal of this study is to identify opportunities that will result in improved library services for the users of 
South Pasadena Public Library. As the demographics of South Pasadena change the library must reinvent and 
repurpose itself to more effectively serve as many community members as possible.

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3. Observation 
The consultant also visited the library on a number of occasions in order to better understand how staff provide 
services and use resources in order to accomplish their jobs. This report is the result of all of the observations, 
interviews, and reviewing of documents. 

4. Consultant Perspective 
The consultant's perspective for any Operations Study is that it offers the opportunity for: 

Improved Customer Service .... by solving problems for customers, enabling self-service, and providing new and 
better service 
Increase Staff Capacity .. · improving and eliminating staff workfiows that do not add value (from the customer's 
perspective), improving transparency, communication and engagement 
Meet New Service Demands· .. best achieved by reallocating existing resources 
Rationalize Use of space- using renovations to reduce the need for staffing when it is unnecessary 
(consolidate service points) 
Increasing Engagement with the Community - providing more opportunities for staff to develop partnerships 
with the community. 

5. Opportunities and Recommendations 
Once the analysis was complete, the consultant considered ways to strengthen existing services and explored 
the possible introduction of new services. Considering the goals and objectives of the library's strategic plan and 
drawing upon the best practices and innovative services from other libraries, the consultant identified a variety of 
proven techniques for streamlining, modernizing, and building necessary capacity to provide quality services in the 
coming years. These opportunities and recommendations are documented in this report. 

Joan Frye Williams in her 2014 report identified five major opportunities that the South Pasadena Public Library 
should embrace. These opportunities include: 

1. Improve Ease of Use for the Customer 
2. Make Customer Service Seamless 
3. Adopt Service Techniques that can be Scaled Up Without Adding Staff 
4. Restructure Management 
5. Use Data to Drive Service Management 

This report uses the recommendations contained in the 2014 South Pasadena Public Library Operations Study report 
by Ms. Frye Williams without duplicating the discussion that led to the recommendations. Note also that in some 
cases the recommendations are modified to reflect a deeper understanding of the needs of the community. 

A draft of this report was reviewed and discussed at length with the South Pasadena Public Library Board 
ofTrustees and the senior librarians on staff at the library. The consultant appreciates all of the thoughtful 
discussion that led to this final report. 
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The South Pasadena Public Library is located at the center of the city inside Library Park shaded by a host of mature 
trees. Adjacent to the library is the City's Senior Center. The original two-story library was built in 1907 and was 
funded by the Carnegie Corporation. A 20,000 square foot, two-story addition to the original library was built in 
'1980. Currently, the library occupies a total of 24,500 square feet (including the Community Room). It should be 
noted that the newest part of the library itself is now 35 years old and is long overdue for renovation. 

In November 2015, voters approved Measure L, a property tax to support the library, 'Nhich means that the library 
will receive about $306,000 in liscal year 2016/17 - this represents about 15% of the library's annual budget. 

Library Budget 

The South Pasadena Public Library's budget totals some $1.5 million Staff wages and benefits account forthe 
largest proportion of the library's budget (78%) followed by the acquisition of books and periodicals and licenSing 
of electronic materials. Most of the information 
technology expenses are a part of the City's budget. 

In addition to the City's General Fund, the library 
receives revenue from several other sources (the 
largest of these are the Measure L funds - $230,000 
in 2015-16. This will increase to $306,590 in 2016-17 
with a 3% increase each year thereafter. The second 
most important source of income for the library comes 
the Friends of the Library, which provided some 
$80,148 this past year to the library. The Friends of the 
Library maintain three endowment funds to support 
technology, boo"s of enduring value, and children's 
titles 

Community Demographics 

South Pasadena is estimated to have slightly over 
26,000 residents of which 23.4% are under the age of 18 
and 12.1 % are over the age of 65 (U.s. Census data). The 
community is well educated with 63.0% of the residents 
having a Bachelor'S or higher degree (statewide average 
is 30.7%). Slightly more than 30% of the residents are 
Asian and some 18% are Hispanic/Latino. Interestingly, 
more than half of the residents live in rental housing. 
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library Patrons 

The library currently has 35,157 
individuals who have registered 
and received a library card. Of these, 
17,833 or 69% are residents of South 
Pasadena. I,esidents from other nearby 
cities that have registered for a library 
card include Alhambra (6% of total 
cardholders), Pasadena (8%), and the 
City of Los Angeles (20%). 

Examining the South Pasadena 
residents who borrowed materials from 
the library in the past year, we see that 
only children under the age of 16 are 
very active users.

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Frequency of Use 

Twelve percent (12%) of library patrons 
have borrowed materials from the 
library in the last month and about a 
third (34%) of library patrons borrowed 
materials at least once in the last year; 
another third borrowed materials 
sometime in the last 2-3 years; and 
another third have not been to the 
library in 4 or more years. 

It is interesting to note that almost half 
(46%) of South Pasadena residents with 
a library card have borrowed materials 
in the last year and slightly more than 
41 % of South Pasadena residents 
with a library card have not borrowed 
materials in more than 2 years. 

The South Pasadena Public Library is 
a very popular destination with about 
825 individuals coming through the 
doors each day (total annual gate count 
was 280,295). Not everyone entering 
the library borrows library materials­
some come to study, read, meet others, 
do research, use an Internet computer, 
attend a program, and so forth. 
Programs in the Community Room 
do not affect the gate count so use of 
the library is actually even higher. 
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The library's Collection 
The library's physical collection contains 
some 138,474 items and of these, 80% are 
books while audio CDs account for 8% and 
DVDs consist of another 6% of the total 
collection. 

The South Pasadena Public Library also 
provides access to '18 digital resources. Data 
about the number of items that have been 
downloaded is unavailable.

Use of the Collection 

Continuing to attest to the popularity of a 
very traditional medium, almost three-fourths 
(70%) of the materials borrowed are books, 
followed by DVDs (17%), and CDs (11 %). 
Magazine borrowing and other materials 
types account for the remaining usage. 
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Another performance measure 
that provides an indication of 
the appropriateness of a library's 
collection is the overall turnover

rate (circulation rate divided by 
the size of the total collection). A 
collection turnover rate of 2.5 or 
higher indicates a collection that 
is well used (the assumption being 
that a collection that is appealing to 
the members of the community will 
be used more). The turnover rate for 
the South Pasadena Public Library 
is 2.6 - only three nearby libraries 
have higher collection turnover rates 
higher than South Pasadena. 

The use of the iibrary's International 
Collection is quite variable. The 
three languages in the International 
Collection - Chinese, Korean and 
Spanish .- have collection turnover 
rates that are below 2.0, and Spanish 
has the lowest turnover rate of .62. 

It should be noted that the South 
Pasadena Unified School District 
has started a Spanish language 
immersion program this year and 
next year will be starting a Chinese 
language immersion program. 
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eBooks 
Library patrons may borrow eBooks (download to their own device for a period of time) provided by two vendors: 
Overdrive (for adult eBooks) and Tumblebooks (for children's eBooks). The library has 8,866 eBooks, 4,960 digital 
audiobooks, and 30 videos accessible via Overdrive. A total of 6,077 eBooks were checked out during the 2014/2015 
fiscal year. The cost of Overdrive is just over $10,000 per year (the base price is $3,000 per year). The cost per use 
of downloading an eBoak from Overdrive is $1.65 (this is fairly high suggesting the library needs to do more 
marketing of eBooks). 

An additional 318 eBooks and 80 videos are available from Tumblebooks. A total of 1,811 eBooks were downloaded 
from Tumblebooks last year (which costs $599 per year). The cost per use ofTumblebooks is $.33 per use. 

Library patrons would more likely clown load eBooks if there was a stand··alone kiosk that patrons could browse 
available eBooks (such as the 3M Cloud Library or the Biblioboard system). 
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Programs 

The South Pasadena Public Library presents a number of programs for pre-school and school-age children, teens 
and adults. Regularly scheduled children's programs include Toddler Story times (ages 1-2), Toddler Story times (ages 
2-3), Preschool Story times, Family Story times, and Barks and Books. Other interesting children programs include 
a Tween Journalism Camp, a Tween Writing Series, Art Contest, and Bookmark Contest. Adult programs include a 
monthly Computer Class, Affordable Healthcare Act sessions, LA Opera Talks, a monthly Book Group, a Job Search 
workshop, and Author Nights. In addition, the library provides concerts, film screenings, plays, and living history 
nights that appeal to all sectors of the community.

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Reference 

Librarians provide reference service 
at the Reference Desk located on 
the first floor. During the last year, 
some 18,866 patron questions were 
answered. Given that the library 
was open a total of 2,679 hours last 
year (7 days a week), this equates 
to answering about 7 questions 
per hour. The value of reference 
services has been sharply declining 
in recent years as more people seek 
information online 24/7 - as and 
when needed using their handheld 
electronic devices. 

library Staff 
As of December 2015, the library has 
a total staff of 19.1 FTE with a total of 
6 full-time professional librarians. 

Overall Rating 

Each year, Library Journal publishes an article ranking all public libraries based on their budget size. A service index 
is created by combining circulation per capita, visits per capita, program attendance per capita, and public Internet 
computer use per capita data. Data for the 2015 rankings are from the 2013/14 fiscal year. Out of the 1 AOO libraries 
across the u.s. with budgets that range from $1 million to $4.9 million, the South Pasadena Public Library ranked 221 
(15 California public libraries ranked higher than South Pasadena).'

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OPPORTUNITIES AND RECOMMENDATIONS 

The Short-Term Future of the South Pasadena Public Library 

The expectation of people who visit the public library is that they will find information technology sufficient to meet 
their needs. Most people expect that the library will provide sufficient Internet workstations and a WiFi network 
with adequate bandwidth to accommodate all of the people who bring their own devices. 

Recommendation # 1 - Improve the library's WiFi network 

With the passage of Measure L (Library Special Tax Initiative) in November 2015, the Library's WiFi 
wireless network is scheduled for a significant upgrade (adding 8 more wireless access points). 
Hopefully the upgrade will occur in the Spring of 2016. However, the amount of bandwidth consumed 
by users of the WiFi network should be monitored and additional bandwidth provided, when needed, 
to ensure that people have both access to the network and the ability to print and download content 
in a tinle!y manner, 

Recommendation # 2 -Increase the number of Internet 
workstations to reach a target of 
one workstation for every 1,000 
residents 

The complement of additional workstations might 
include standard desktop PCs, as well as tablets and/ 
or portable devices such as Chromebooks. The library 
should consider installing a self-service laptop/tablet 
dispensing machine to provide access to these devices 
(cost for a dispensing machine is about $25,000 - the 
machine can dispense iPads/tablets in units of 6.2 It is 
recommended that a machine able to store/dispense 
18 iPads/tablets be purchased as a starting point), A 
user borrows an Wad/tablet using their library card, 
Each device would have WiFi capabilities (including 
WiFi printing) thus minimizing the need for data cables. 

Recommendation # 3 - Provide guest passes for Internet 
only users 

Providing a guest pass will reduce the need for staff to interact with visitors who only want to use an 
Internet computer. The guest pass would allow someone to use an Internet computer or gain access to 
the WiFi network 

2 Laptopsanytime is a vendor that provides a dispensing machine with experience in the library marketplace. 
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Recommendation # 4 - Upgrade pes to run current operating system 

Every PC in the library, including the Internet workstations, should have identical amounts of RAM 
memory and a very recent version of the operating system (e.g., Windows 7). Older versions of the 
computer operating system are no longer maintained and thus are more susceptible to security breaches. 

Recommendation # 5 - Use an information technology upgrade/ 
replacement budget category 

The reality is that information technology is constantly changing 
and software and hardware upgrades are necessary in order to 
ensure that the technology continues to operate in an efficient and 
secure manner. As time goes on, the library will become increasing 
reliant on technology. It is anticipated that staff workstations will be 
replaced this year with newer model computer workstations. Line 
item fund 105 can be used for this purpose. 

Recommendation # 6 - Fiber optic connection to the library 

There are two lines that connect the library to the Internet - one 
for staff and one for the public. The library should upgrade its 
current 100 MB tiber connection to the City Hall network to a 1 GB 
connection. The State Library provides grants to assist libraries in 
converting to a tiber optic connection to the Internet. The baseline 
connection provides space for a minimum of 1 GB of bandwidth -­
almost a 100 times improvement over the very slow and congested 
bandwidth currently available. The library needs to have a 1 GB 
connection to the Internet for both staff and the public.

Recommendation # 7 - Install self-checkout stations 

Install fOllr (4) self-checkout stations near the main entrance and 
one in the Children's area. Note that it will be necessary to upgrade the library's ILS to Symphony 3.5 to 
support self-checkout machines. 

Recommendation It 8 - Dedicate a computer workstation for patrons to register for a library card 

Providing a dedicated PC for patron registration will eliminate the need for a paper form and free up staff 
time dedicated to data entry. 

Recommendation # g - Install equipment to allow patrons to pay library tines and fees using a credit card

The library's existing integrated online library system has the necessary software so all patrons can 
pay fines and fees using a credit card. This will do much to improve customer satisfaction and income 
revenue.

Recommendation it 10- Reinvent the Library's Website as a full-service eBranch 

For many residents, the Library's Website is the only way they interact with the Library. The Library's 
eBranch provides access to electronic resources including (database, eBooks, and in the future, streaming 
media -audio and video) as well as more robust information about upcoming events and programs. 
Library patrons should be able to check/update their account information, place a hold, request an item 
be purchased, interact with a librarian using chat, make a financial donation to the library and so forth. 
The existing library Website is difficult to navigate and needs to be significantly updated and redesigned. 
This updated Website must be accessible and optimized when using handheld mobile devices 
(smartphones). 

The library will need to: 

• Hire an experienced Website developer (consultant) for the project 
• Consider separating the library's Website from the city's Website for improved security (majority of 

traffic to the Website is to gain.access to the library's content) 
• Recognize that the library's Website must provide access to a large amount of digital content (that 

will require significant computer resources) 
Improve the visibility of the library's Website using search engine optimization techniques 

• Use Google Analytics to constantly monitor and improve the site 
Library should hire an individual who would be responsible for maintaining/improving the 
library's Website. 

Recommendation 1111 - Purchase/license a library services app 

Providing a library services app that customers can download that will allow patrons with mobile devices 
to place a hold, check their account, learn about upcoming events, and so forth. 

Recommendation it 12 - Broaden the distribution of library programs 

The library should video record library programs and make them available on the library's Website, the 
community access cable TV channel, as well as posting them to Facebook, YouTube and other social 
media sites. While it may be necessary to obtain copyright permission to use some material in a program, 
this is not an onerous task. 

The library needs to do a better job of promoting all of its programs and classes using its WebSite, the City 
and Friends newsletters, local newspapers, and most importantly using social media. 

Recommendation # 13 - Expand the Library's social media presence 

With more than 50% of the world's population having access to the Internet via hand-held smartphones 
and other electronic devices, increasingly the world is operating at the network level while the primary 
focus of the library is its space, its collections and the programs and services it offers within the buildinq 
(the institutional level). Thus, staff members must have the time to spend interacting with library patron's 
online using social media - Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, Flickr, Pinterest and so forth. The use of social 
networking sites allows the library to build community including people interested in South Pasadena 
who no longer live in the community. 

A search for "South Pasadena" on Wikipedia found two entries - a general entry describing the city and 
its environs (no mention of the public library nor of City Hall) and as a stop on a metro line. Clearly this 
represents a significant opportunity for librarians to enrich the City entry but also to contribute additional 
historical content related to South Pasadena. The library should budget for use of a social media 
management tool such as Social Flow (recommended), Hootsuite or agorapulse.

Recommendation # 14 - Explore the possibility of sharing an integrated library system 

The library's online integrated library system, developed and maintained by SirsiDynix, only serves the 
South Pasadena Public Library. The cost to the City of maintaining this ILS system is $2,800 per month. 
Sharing an automated system with several nearby libraries would expose the collections of all these 
libraries to the patrons of each library so that more resources would be immediately accessible. In 
addition, the costs for maintaining each library's integrated library system would decline (a formula based 
on the number of patrons and items could be used to allocate costs). 

Recommendation # 15 -Implement RFID 

16 

In conjunction with the library's next major renovation (as yet unapproved and unfunded·- discussed 
in the next section of this report), the Library should implement RFID (radiO frequency identification) 
as a means of identifying and tracking each item in the library's collection. Rather than using a barcode 
to identify each item, an RFID tag is used. Having each item identified using RFID allows the library to 
ultimately install a sorting system for all items being returned to the library. A sorting system improves 
the speed with which returned items are placed back on the shelves using fewer staff resources. RFID also 
reduces staff repetitive motion injuries and potential 
employer liability. 
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The printed book will continue to be a cornerstone for learning and recreational reading for residents of all ages for 
the foreseeable future. The irony is that the number of new print book titles published increases each year (as do 
the number of eBooks - published by the "regular" publishers as well as self-published eBooks). Yet, public libraries 
do not have the space to continue to add many new print book titles unless they discard books that are not longer 
in demand. Over the last five years, total borrowing of materials has remained fairly constant at about 450,000 items 
(borrowing of children's materials is about 50% of the total). 
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Recommendation # 16- Library must immediately reduce the number of items in its book collection in 
order to "right size" its overall collection. However, the library should continue 
to refresh at least 6 to 8% of its book collection each year. 

Upon entering the South Pasadena Pubic Library one is immediately struck by the chock-a-block 
shelves that are full of books and other materials within the building. A library is considered to have 
a collection that is in "balance" with the interests and needs of its community when the percent of 
borrowing for a particular type of material is about the same as the percent of holdings (number of 
items in the collection). 

This is not the case for the South Pasadena Public Library. As seen in the following chart, the percentage 
of books in the collection (holdings) significantly exceeds the percentage of books being borrowed (thus, 
the size of the book collection should be reduced). The number of books that should be pulled from the 
shelves (weeding of the collection based on last date of use) should be 14,000 - 14% of the total number 
of books currently in the collection. 

In addition, the size of the DVD collection should be increased given the popularity of this format 
(percent use is more than double the percent holdings). Installing "retail style" shelving for DVDs with 
attractive signage would be welcomed by the library's customers. 

The library should change its checkout policy for CDs and DVDs from three (3) weeks to one (1) week. This 
would improve the availability of these popular materials so that more people can use these items. 

The library should place hold materials requested by patrons ready for pickup on a shelf directly 
accessible by patrons. 
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Recommendation II 17 - Integrate the reference collection into the general collection 

The library should integrate its remaining reference collection into the general collection (after the 
reference collection has been extensively weeded- at least 50% to 75% of reference titles should 
be discarded as their contents are now available online or the information is dated). The reference 
shelving should be removed. 

Recommendation II 18 - Donated materials should not be added to the collection 

Reflecting the reality that public libraries today are less about their collections and more about creating 
connections within the community, in general the librarians should not be spending their time 
considering whether to add donated materials to the library's collection. Donated materials should go 
immediately to the Friends of the Library. 

Recommendation II 19 - The library should reduce the number of print magazine subscriptions 

The usage of the print magazine collection is declining and the library should reduce the number of print 
magazine subscriptions by at least one-half. The savings should be allocated to increasing the amount of 
digital materials. 

Recommendation II 20 -Increase the number of eBooks

Increase the number of eBooks that are available for patrons to download to 10 to 15% of the library's total 
book collection. The library should consider purchasing the 3M eBook Discovery Station or a Biblioboard 
Station to encourage people to browse for eBooks. The advantage of a Biblioboard Station is that the library's 
digitized photographs would be more visible. The library might wish to consider moving from Overdrive to 
Total Boox for adult eBooks (cost is $5,500 the first year and $4,500 for each succeeding year). 

The library could also purchase the most popular self-published eBooks from a vendor such as 
SmashWords. 
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Recommendation # 21 - Offer 50 to 60% of the audio (non-music) collection in downloadable 
digital format 

While this recommendation can be implemented in an incremental manner, there is clear customer 
demand for non-music audio content (Books on CD, Playaways, MP3 players) that can be downloaded 
or streamed. 

Recommendation # 22 - Transition from music CDs to a streaming download service 

Reduce purchasing as many music CDs in order to implement a streaming music service such as 
Freegal. The library should remove the rotating CD shelving and replace it with attractive"retail style" 
CD shelving units. 

Recommendation # 23 - Revise the library's Collection Development Policy 

The library's Collection Development Policy will need to be updated in order to reflect the 
recommendations noted above. In particular, the library should adopt a maximum book collection 
size as the library transitions from acollection-centric organization to becoming the community's 
knowledge center. This review of the Collection Development Policy should address the role of 
Specials Collections (what is included and what is excluded - for example, South Pasadena history, 
Southern California history and culture, and the Ray Bradbury collection). 
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The current library facilities are showing their age and are clearly in need of a major refurbishment/remodeling. 
In addition, the City is currently in the preliminary planning process to build a new Community Center that 
would incorporate the Senior Center (currently located next door in the Library Park). The time frame for the 
actual construction of a new Community Center is unknown although a 2 to 3 year time horizon was mentioned 
frequently during interviews. 

Recommendation.)l 24-Provide parking 

Convenient and accessible parking for the library is a long-standing problem that needs to be addressed 
by the City (the library has zero dedicated parking spaces). The inability to find parking was mentioned 
by several community members as to the reason why they do not use the library more often. Despite the 
significant costs, this is a problem that must be solved to ensure that all South Pasadena residents have 
convenient access to the library. 

Recommendation.)l 25 -Consolidate public service desks to a single service point 

The space adjacent to the library's main entrance is dominated by two large service desks (circulation 
and reference) that should be consolidated into a single, streamlined service location in a design that is 
attractive, space-saving and welcoming. By implication, all of the other service elements encompassed 
by the space from the entrance to the back wall by the stairs should be eliminated or repositioned. The 
Children's area service desk would remain as is. 

Recommendation # 26 - Have staff participate in a design charrette 

Tapping into the experiences and expertise of library staff members, Board members, and interested 
Friends of the Library, a half-day design charrette (moderated by the consultant) is proposed. Participants 
would have the opportunity to consider the placement of a new service desk as well as consider 
eliminating and/or moving other furniture and equipment presently found in the space. In addition, 
space for self-checkout machines and a (possible) laptop/tablet dispensing machine would need to be 
allocated. This might mean eliminating/moving the reference collection shelVing, new materials display 
shelving, tables and chairs, comfortable seating, the ostrich display, as well as providing a self-serve holds 
pickup shelf, space for additional Internet computers, and space for returned materials. 

Recommendation.)l 27 - Remodel the existing first floor space as a short-term goal

Using the plan developed during the design charrette, the library should involve the appropriate City 
departments (such as Public Works and iT) to make the necessary changes to the first floor space. The 
plan should include painting the interior space and installing new signage throughout the library to make 
it more vibrant, up-to-date and inviting. Changes to the existing first floor space should be made within 
the next year. 
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Recommendation H 28 - Solve the flooding problem 

The fact that the library has experienced two serious flooding incidents in the past few months (and 15 
times over the past 9 years) indicates that preventing future floods should be high on the City's to-do 
list. Each flood results in service interruptions to the library's customers and additional costs to the City. It 
should be noted that the City has awarded a contract to a design firm that will hopefully fully resolve this 
issue in 20'16. 

Recommendation # 29 - Prepare a major space allocation study 

Once the City has decided to build the new Community Center, the library should hire an architectural 
firm with recent experience in renovating/remodeling public libraries (assuming the decision is made 
to make the existing Senior Center space available for library use). This space allocation study would 
consider the need for more flexible. and adaptable space to accommodate change over time. Space is 
clearly needed for more computer workstations, collaborative space for teens and adults, small meeting/ 
training rooms, children's story time area, space for additional comfortable seating, the Friends bookstore, 
a computer lab, a digital innovation lab (create digital music, record and edit a podcast, create a video, 
dnd make a robot), local history room and a kitchen. The aisle space between books shelves does not 
comply with ADA requirements and the existing tables, chairs and other furniture should be replaced. 

This future space allocation study should also carefully examine the electrical distribution system as the 
library has difficulty adding additional electrical outlets due to constraints on existing electrical circuits. 

The architects preparing the space allocation study will prepare an estimate of the costs to remodel! 
renovate the library that can then be used for capital fund raising purposes. Remodeling the existing 
library space as well as renovating the Senior Center for library purposes is going to cost several million 
dollars. 

Recommendation # 30 - The Friends of the Library need display shelving 

The Friends of the Library should purchase two new bookstore-style display shelves for use on the first 
floor (to eliminate the tables now being used). The Friends should display items for sale that are either 
quite popular (cooking, gardening, travel, and so forth) or related to a season or holiday on a weekly 
rotating basis. The "bottom of the barrel" materials should be kept upstairs or given to charities. 

Recommendation II 31 - Install a large screen display monitor near the exit afthe library 

The display monitor would provide a colorful display of upcoming library events. 
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Recommendation # 32 - Offer more programs for teens 

While the library offers some programming for teens (and offers opportunities for volunteering), the 
library should be doing more for this important age group. The library should consider involving the City's 
Youth Commission as a way to understand their perspective (focusing on the questions of why teens do 
and do not use the library and its services). 

Recommendation # 33 - Staff should maintain its strong liaison with the local elementary, middle and 
high schools 

Maida Wong, the Children's Service Librarian, has extensive contacts with the local schools (meets 
and communicates with the school librarians regularly, attends meetings, and so forth) that should be 
maintained. Given the obvious support for education (the South Pasadena Educational Foundation 
raises $600,000 each year), the library needs to ensure that an effective and long-lasting relationship 
with the local schools is maintained. The public library is open seven days a week to provide access to 
materials that will assist students when school is out and on weekends (school libraries are not open 
during these times). 

Recommendation # 34 - The library should create a shared online catalog with the local schools

Making the resources of the local schools highly visible in the public library's online catalog will broaden 
the resources that will be accessible by the library'S student patrons. A delivery service could be developed 
to share local resources between the school libraries and the public library

The current selection and ordering operations of the South Pasadena Public Library mainly reflect traditional 
library practices, including some that do not add real value for the customer. Materials are ordered from a vendor 
(Baker & Taylor), and when the materials arrive they are cataloged using OCL(, processed (book jackets added 
and library ID stamped), and many of the more popular items are placed on the New Books shelves. The follOWing 
recommendations will result in new items being placed on the shelves faster while costs are reduced. 

Recommendation II 35 .- The library should adopt an Automatic Shipment program for new acquisitions 

Rather than having the librarians select each item to order, a Automatic Shipment Plan can be 
implemented with each vendor that will free up staff time. The library completes a collection 
development profile indicating the type of material that each vendor (such as Baker & Taylor) should 
provide over the course of the year. While the library has already implemented such a program in a limited 
way, this program should be expanded significantly. The librarians would be able to supplement the 
Automatic Shipment Plan by ordering specific titles as needed to meet customer interest and requests. 

Recomrnendation Ii 36 - The library should order all materials with full processing and 
cataloging provided 

Ordering all new acquisitions from Baker & Taylor and other vendors with full processing and cataloging 
will mean that staff will have a significant amount of busy work eliminated. The cost for this service is 
about $4 pertitle ordered. The implications of this recommendation are several: 

• The library should stop using OCLC for cataloging (the library could rely on obtaining any needed 
cataloging records from other libraries using the Z39.50 software - a part of the library's integrated 
library system). 

• Staff would be freed up to add eBook bibliographic records to the library's catalog. 
• Materials on-order would be visible in the catalog (so they can be reserved before they arrive). 
, The materials received from the vendors can be immediately placed on the shelves for customers 

to use. 
Staff would need to develop new workfiows within the Technical Services area in order to maximize 
efficiencies. 

Recomrnendation Ii 37 - The library should stop repairing books 

Given the ready availability of a great many other books already in the library there is no need to repair 
books (except for rare, out-of-print works pertaining to local history and SOme out-of-print materials), 
which is a time consuming activity (admittedly this activity is performed by volunteers). If a damaged 
book needs to be replaced, the library can order a duplicate copy from one of several sources and have it 
in the hands of the customer in a matter of days. 

Recommendation Ii 38 - I he library shOUld translate the welcome Brochure 

The library should translate the Welcome Brochure into Chinese, Spanish and Korean. Community 
groups and churches that have frequent contact with these various ethnic groups could distribute these 
brochures on behalf of the library .. 
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Recommendation 41 39 - The library should capture the contact information of those who attend 
programs 

Knowing who is attending the very popular library programs (children's programs, Author Nights, 
concerts, film screenings, and so forth) will assist the library in identifying segments of the community 
that it is not reaching with its program offerings. This information can be retained in the library's ILS 
system. 

Recommendation -1140- The library should have its own Facebook page and be much more active in 
social media 

The library should have its own Facebook page and be much more proactive in other social media outlets 
(Instagram, Snapchat, Pinterest and 50 forth). 

Recommendation 1141 - The library should consider offering multiple colorful library cards 

The library should offer mUltiple colorful library cards (perhaps have a contest involving the children, 
teens and adults of the community) similar to the examples shown below.

Recommendation -1142 - The library should be open Thursday night

The library should be open Thursday so that those who visit the Farmer's Market might also visit 
the library. The library could close on Monday nights with the result that service is improved for no 
additional costs. The library should set up a table on the corner adjacent to the Farmer's Market to 
prornote the library and register people on the spot with an iPad. 
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Historically libraries have created organizational structures that have revolved around collections and a set of 
collection-related services. As such, the traditional public library organizational structure evolved into a division of 
responsibilities based on the age ofthe cardholder-children's services and adult services. In addition, a supporting 
group (sometimes called Technical Services or Support Services) focused on the activities that underlie the 
operation of the library-acquiring and organizing (cataloging) materials, loaning of materials, re-shelving items, 
maintaining information technology, and 50 forth. 

The recommended new organizational structure allows the Director of the Library, Arts and Culture to continue 
to focus on developing special projects and large-scale cultural events that appeal to the broader South Pasadena 
community. 

A new position, the Assistant Director of the Library, will have responsibility for all library collections, services and 
operations. This individual would conduct regular staff meetings, prepare personnel evaluations, work with each 
Manager to prepare a draft budget, work with the City on personnel issues, implement the customer satisfaction 
survey, work with the three Manager's to ensure that information about the library is regularly shared using social 
media, press releases, the Web sites, newsletters, and 50 forth. The Assistant Director (a librarian) should be selected 
as the likely successor for the current Director ofthe Library, Arts and Culture when he decides to retire. 

The Public Services Manager (a librarian) would be responsible for developing programs and outreach for adults, 
teens and children. A more diverse set of programs can be offered if the library reaches out and partners with 
knowledgeable individuals and organizations to share their expertise and enthusiasm. The Public Services Manager 
would prepare content to communicate upcoming programs and events in the library using a variety of means 
(Web site, social media, newsletter, Oyers, etc.). Works to ensure that programs and services are evaluated (hopefully 
using the PLA Project Outcome surveys as well as in-house surveys) and uses opportunities to interact with the 
community in order to provide more responsive programs and services. 

2-3 librarians will report to the Public Services Manager who will be responsible for preparing, scheduling, 
conducting (some programs will be delivered by staff, some by volunteers, and in some cases, paid performers), and 
evaluating programs. There may well be a Children's librarian, a Teen librarian, and an Adult librarian but there are 
also other ways this department could be organized. 

The Digital Services Manager (someone with technology skills and perhaps a librarian) would be responsible for 
maintaining the Digital Library, the library's Website (which needs to be completely redesigned), and the digital 
Local History collection. In addition, this Manager would be responsible for raising the visibility of the library within 
the realm of social media on such sites as Facebook, Twitter, Pinterest, Flickr and Wikipedia (using a social media 
management tool), evaluating and constantly improving all things digital using such tools as Google Analytics. 

The Digital Services Manager should have extensive computer systems experience and programming skills needed 
to supervise and implement digital systems including Web sites. This Manager would have a staff of 1-2 who would 
have programming and Web site development skills. This staff would maintain the digital library, post content such 
as historical photos to sites such as Pinterest, Flickr, Facebook and others; engage with online community members 
as they post comments, ratings, and reviews. 

The Digital Services Manager will be responsible for hiring and managing tech savvy staff that will interact with 
library patrons and answerthei r technology-related questions. I he tech savvy staff may be a new type of position 
requiring a new job title/job description. 

The Support Services Manager (a librarian's degree is not required) would be responsible for managing information 
technology, materials flow (receiving materials from vendors as well as Circulation and the re-shelving of returned 
materials), customer service, and facilities. 
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The Support Services' Manager would have several staff members plus manage volunteers who are assisting the 
library in the re-shelving of materials and other activities. 

Recommendation 1143 - The Library Board ofTrustees and the City should endorse and adopt the 
recommended Library Organizational Chart. 

The Library should include the new position of the Assistant Director of the Library in the next fiscal year 
budget and commence recruitment for the new position.

Recommendation # 44 - The librarians and selected staff should be provided with the necessary tools 
to provide roving services 

The librarians and selected staff members should be provided with headsets and tablets so that they may 
roam within the library and provide immediate service _. regardless of their location within the library. 

Recommendation # 45 - Hire tech savvY'staff to provide computer support services

Hiring tech savvy staff to provide support services for computer-related questions ("How do I print?,; 
"How do I download a pdf file?'; "How do I get to this specific Website?," and so forth) will free up the 
librarians to provide more essential (and value adding) services. 
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Recornrnendation II 46 - Stop providing reference services at a dedicated reference desk 

The library should stop providing reference services at a public desk while at the same time encourage 
people to ask reference questions using email (create a new email address such as 
AskaOuestion(iilsouthPasadenaca.gQY), sending a text message, or scheduling an appointment. 

Recommendation II 47 - The Public Services Manager should reach out to nursery schools, church 
schools, clubs, homeschoolers and other community organizations 

The instructors and teachers who work at nursery and church schools providing pre-kindergarten 
training often lack higher education degrees and training in early childhood education. The Public 
Services Manager and other librarians could develop a series of workshops using the resources found in 
Every Child Ready to Read to improve the skills of the pre-school teachers, instructors and aids in South 
Pasadena nursery and church schools. 

Recommendation # 48 - Library staff should be creating original content to post on the library Website 
& social media 

Librarians and other staff should create original content for the library Website about library programs 
and resources in order to reach a broader audience. This same content (pod casts, videos of programs, and 
so forth) should also be posted to a range of social media sites. 

The library will soon be providing access to all of the past editions of the local newspaper, The South 
Pasadena Review (the digitization of this resource was funded by the Friends of the Library). The library 
should be providing tools that will enable people to post comments and add additional information to 
this content. 
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The cultivating of additional funding sources should continue to remain a high priority for the South Pasadena 
Public Library. In addition to funds provided by the Friends of the Library Book Sales and bookstore, the library 
should explore other funding options. 

Recommendation #49 - The Library Board ofTrustees should explore creating a Library Foundation 

The purpose of the Library Foundation is to create an endowment fund that would provide sustaining 
funds to the library as well as capital improvement and expansion funds. A majority of Library 
Foundation's uses two methods to raise funds. First, the Foundation has an annual major event (home 
tours, Murder Mystery dinner at the Library, and so forth) and expects a significant donation to attend the 
event. And second, the Foundation works to inform financial planners and family attorneys that prepare 
wills and trusts of the existence of the Foundation and that the Library is a great place to remember loved 
ones in a very tangible way that will benefit the residents of South Pasadena for generations to come. 

Recommendation # 50 - The Library Board should write off old fines 

The library and the City need to acknowledge that patrons who have not used in the library in more than 
3 years are not likely to return (especially if they have fines owed). These old fines should be written off 
(this may require City Council action). 

Overdue fines for all items are 25 cents per day. Accounts are blocked at $1 ° for adults, and $5.00 for 
children. Accounts are referred to a collection agency when an individual owes more than $25.00 or if the 
item is overdue for more than 80 days (the system declares the item as "lost"). The use of the collection 
agency has reduced the amount of lost items and the amount of unpaid fines and fees. 

The amount of uncollected library fines totals to more than $250,000. More than half of these fines have 
accrued to those who have not used the library in more than 3 years. Individuals who have not used the 
library in 3 or more years should be deleted from the integrated library system and their fines ($148,4 13) 
written off.

Recommendation # 51 - The Library Board ofTrustees should develop a policy with the City that 
encourages entrepreneurship 

28 

Should the library develop additional revenue streams by being more entrepreneurial, the library should 
not be "penalized" by the City who may reduce the library's budget (share of the General Fund). For 
example, the Library Board may wish to consider charging a DVD"collection building"fee of $1 per DVD at 
the time of checking out. 
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Using data to drive service management ensures that the available data about existing library services can be used 
to strengthen and improve services, as well as begin to gather outcomes data to better report the impact the library 
has in the lives of its customers. 

Recommendation # 52 -Immediately start to gather outcome clata for library programs 

Public libraries have historically reported activity data, usually called output measures, such as the 
amount of borrowing, the number of Internet computer sessions, and attendance at programs. Outcome 
measures focus on the change that occurs in an individual's life as a result of interacting with the library in 
some way. There might be a change in attitude, skill, knowledge, behavior or status (condition). 

The Public Library Association has a free, three-year project underway that encourages libraries to gather 
outcome data for the services they provides (see ProjectOutcome.org to sign up for free). A series of tools 
are provided to gather outcome-related data from library customers. 

Recommendation # 53 - The library should develop a set of performance measures to report to the 
Board ofTrustees 

The Library Director should prepare a quarterly report providing a set of performance measures to the 
Board ofTrustees. These performance measures would include both output measures (how busy is the 
library?) and outcome measures (what difference does the library make in the lives of library customers?). 

Recommendation # 54 - The library should do more to retain customers 

The library should develop original content for a library ("We Miss You") quarterly newsletter touting all of 
the programs and events - for all age groups - and send the newsletter using email to all South Pasadena 
residents who have a library card and have not used the library in 3 months. The goal is to remind these 
individuals to remember the value of the library when they use the library. Some of the same content 
could also be shared with the City's E-Neighbors newsletter. 

Recommendation # 55 - The library should send out overdue notices and reminder notices via email 

The library should be sending out overdue and reminder notices via email. This will improve service and 
red lice costs. 

Recommendation # 56- The library should use 
a continuous customer 
satisfaction survey 

The library should subscribe to a continuous customer 
satisfaction survey, such as provided by Counting 
Opinions, to gather continuous customerfeedback 
(cost is about $2,200 per year). The resulting survey 
data will identify areas the library needs to make 
improvements as well as providing feedback about the 
quality of library services.

It is recommended that the City Council provide direction in regards to the practice of providing staff 
recommendations on appeals to the City Council. 

Fiscal 1m pact 
There is no fiscal impact associated with this item. 

Commission Review and Recommendation 
This matter was not reviewed by a Commission. 

Background 
From time to time, the City Council is required to consider appeals from applicants and/or appellants 
regarding specific projects that require City approval. The matters are typically first vetted by an 
advisory body such as the Planning Commission, Cultural Heritage Commission, or Design Review 
Board. On occasion, staff may differ in its recommendation to the City Council and both 
recommendations are presented to the City Council for its consideration. 

At the March 16, 2016 City Council Meeting, Council member Schneider, seconded by Mayor 
Mahmud, directed that staff agendize discussion regarding the appropriateness of staff providing 
recommendations on appeals to the City Council. 

Analysis 
Appeals on decisions made by an advisory body can be made by the applicant or other interested 
party and are reviewed by a higher decision-making body in compliance with policy and 
regulations. In presenting an appeal to the reviewing body for final decision, it is best practice to 
include a staff recommendation, even if the recommendation conflicts with that of the advisory 
body. Staff recommendations should be impartial and reflect a professional opinion based on law 
and/or policy established by City Council. Staff should be able to substantiate the reasons for 
their recommendation. 

In cases where staff recommendations on appeals differ from that of the initial decision-making 
body, both recommendations are presented to the City Council for its consideration. The City 
Council will hear the appeal and may affirm,~0elld, or reverse a decision.
